Minutes. 
A) The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 27 January 2020 had been circulated to members.
Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Vince and seconded by Mr Purser and agreed by all Members.

1. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of previous Council Meetings.  These matters were discussed and the action log will be updated. 
2. Treasurer’s report.  The Treasurer reported that everything was running smoothly.
3.Reports from Representatives on outside bodies. Mr Skeels reported that at a recent Lamphey Village Hall meeting it was noted that LCC didn’t have a representative on this Committee since Mrs Hodgson had resigned from the Community Council and he agreed to be LCC’s representative until our May 2020 Anuual Meeting. He also stated that at the last LCA meeting it was agreed not to wind down but to keep going and a small group of about 10 are currently fund raising. Ms Vince stated that at the recent OVW meeting there were concerns regarding the qualified audits and a calendar has been sent to Clerks.
Resolved.  This information be forwarded to Members.
4. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting.  There was nothing to report as no Member had attended a training course since the January 2020 monthly meeting.

9. Ideas for Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grants.  Ms Vince reported that the full application for the provision of tablets didn’t go forward to the Panel as additional information was required, The question of a grant for a FWE playarea was discussed and it was decided to let FESCA apply for grant money for this. A letter has been received from Lamphey Church backing the grant application for quarterly events funding. Mr Skeels stated that there are a few areas in Lamphey which could benefit from grant funding including a new bus stop shelter and remedial work to the seats in the Bishops Garden. An application should be submitted for new notice boards for Lamphey and Freshwater East.
Resolved.  Mr Phil Leggett be contacted to ascertain if the existing bus shelter when removed will be replaced preferably with a seated one.
10. Woodland Trees Scheme.   Mr Skeels stated that he hasn’t yet met with Mr John. He also stated that if additional trees were installed on the Recreation Ground these would need regular maintainance at a cost.  Mr Vince and Mr Purser both stated that trees could be planted in the wide area on the Freshwater East road.. 
11. Xmas event. Mr  Skeels stated that Lamphey Village Hall has been booked for 

A similar event to be held this December. All payments have been made except the 
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invoice from Lamphey Village Hall which will be now paid and after this payment there will be a balance of £114.40 remaining out of the raffle money which could be  used as a  float for the VE day event. The feedback from last December’s event was very good.

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Village Hall. Mr Skeels stated that very good road work had been done at the bottom end of the village. The village car park wall be attended to including re rendering and the drainage has to be sorted out.
