1. Minutes 
The minutes of the virtual Ordinary Community Council meeting held on the 2nd July, 2020, were read and agreed.    Proposed by Cllr. Brigit Thurstan and seconded by Cllr.  Neil Prior.
The minutes of the Extra ordinary Community Council meeting held on the 30th July, 2020 were read and agreed.   Proposed by Cllr. Rob Smith and seconded by Cllr. Anthony Daniel.

2. Application by Mr. Jeff Tierney to join the Community Council by co-option. 
Jeff moved into the area in January and although interested in joining the Community Council he delayed his application until the Abereiddy planning application had been dealt with.  He has business interests in Abereiddy and has had property interests in Trefin, Llanrhian and Abercastle. He is interested in the improvement of the community, comes from a business background and has leisure interests here as well.    He is currently a councillor on Brawdy Community Council.  After some discussion it was clear that there were concerns from the Councillors about conflicts of interest over Abereiddy.  Several councillors did not wish to have any direct information about the Abereiddy situation, via the Council, in order to remain objective.    After a debate Jeff volunteered to delay his application to join the Council until the Abereiddy planning application is fully resolved.

· Playground maintenance – still unclear as to who is the owner of the playground - GTI or the Community Council.
· Covid-19 additional grants to any local organisations  - no additional grants were identified at this time.

· Defibrillator insurance – the general cover for such items has been increased to £20,000 with no additional premium.  All the defibs have been checked.   The Porthgain one had been opened but not used.
