PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 29th October 2014 at Puncheston School at 7.30 p m.
Present were:-  Dr Peter Lilley (Chairman), Messrs Dewi Lewis, Wyn Williams, Mrs Anne Thomas Councillor Bob Kilmister, Pembs County Council and John Griffiths (Clerk).

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mrs Alison Evans and Mr John Howells.
2. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 24th September 2014 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) PUNCHESTON TO MORVIL ROAD. The Clerk reported that he had written a letter to
Mr Darren Thomas, Head of Highways & Construction, Pembs County Council requesting that ‘Road Narrows’ signs be installed on this road. A letter of reply had been received from Mr Thomas stating that two signs would be installed at the suggested locations.
(b) REINSTATEMENT OF ROAD MARKINGS. The Clerk reported that he had written a letter to
Mr J Emrys Llewelyn, Area Maintenance Manager (North), Pembs County Council requesting that road markings be reinstated or refreshed. A letter of reply had been received from Mr Llewelyn stating that instructions had been issued to refresh the centreline at Glanrhyd Bridge and the Slow/Araf markings near Puncheston School.

(c) REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS AND POLLING STATIONS. The Clerk confirmed that he had completed the questionnaire, pointing out that a ramp is necessary to facilitate wheelchair access to the Polling Station at Smyrna Vestry.
(d) WALES AUDIT OFFICE. The Clerk reported that £30.00 had been received from Wales Audit Office.

(e) FLOWER BEDS, PUNCHESTON GREEN. The Clerk reported that he had written a letter to 

Mr Ian Westley, Director of Transportation Housing and Environment, Pembs County Council regarding the Community Council taking on the responsibility of planting and maintaining the flower beds at Puncheston Green. He had received a telephone call from Mr J Emrys Llewelyn confirming that the County Council had ceased to maintain these flower beds. Written confirmation is to follow.
(f) YOUNG CHILDREN RIDING BIKES ON THE HIGHWAY IN LITTLE NEWCASTLE.
The Clerk confirmed that he had included an appropriate item in the September news item. He had also attended the morning assembly at Puncheston School on Wednesday 1st October at which Sally Jones, Assistant Road Safety Officer, Pembs County Council, he and the school staff had spoken to the pupils regarding the importance of road safety.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) DEAD BADGER. On 8th October Wyn Williams had reported to the Clerk that there was a dead badger on the highway between Puncheston Cemetery and Station House. The Clerk had reported this to the Service Line that day. Wyn Williams confirmed that the badger had been removed.

(b) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMPS. On 16th October the Clerk had received an e-mail from Alison Evans stating that lamp 803/423 near Penygraig, Puncheston was not working. The Clerk had reported this to the Service Line that day. Dewi Lewis reported that lamp 803/427 at Penrhiw, Puncheston and lamp 803/1819 at Ynysfechan, Puncheston were not working. The Clerk to report these lamps to Pembs County Council Service Line.
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5. Planning.
(a) Letter received from Pembs Coast National Park Authority setting out guidance on how to respond correctly in respect of planning applications.
(b) Pembs CC 14/0465/PA. Planning application for conversion of a former granny annexe into a holiday let unit at Fronhaul, Letterston SA62 5TB. Members supported the application.
(c) Pembs CC 13/0766/PA. Councillor Bob Kilmister declared an interest in that he would be a member of the Planning Committee and took no part in the consideration. Planning application for the erection of two wind turbines (30.1m hub height and 41.8m to blade tip), associated infrastructure and access track at land North of Pentre Farm, Letterston, SA62 5TH. Notification that this application will be heard by the Planning and Public Rights of Way Committee on 4th November 2014. It was agreed that the Clerk should address the committee.
(d) Pembs CC 14/0359/PA. Councillor Bob Kilmister declared an interest in that he would be a member of the Planning Committee and took no part in the consideration. Planning application for the variation of condition No 4 of planning consent 13/0410/PA to allow for the erection of an endurance 50KW wind turbine (hub height 24.8m and blade tip 34.5m), at White Hall, Little Newcastle, SA62 5TE. Notification that this application will be heard by the Planning and Public Rights of Way Committee on 4th November 2014. It was agreed that no one would address the committee on this item.

7. Any Other Business.
(a) NOISE POLLUTION. A complaint had been received from Mr Beat Wehren, Fronhaul, Little Newcastle of noise pollution caused by bird scarers at Sealyham Farm, Wolf’s Castle. It was agreed to report the matter to Mr Mark Elliott, Head of Public Protection, Pembs County Council.
(b) REMEMBRANCE DAY WREATH. It was proposed by Wyn Williams, seconded by Anne Thomas and agreed that the Council pays £20.00 for a wreath to be laid by the Chairman at the Remembrance Service on Remembrance Sunday.
