     7.    Playground/Pavilion Project
Playground

Three companies have been asked to quote for the playground.

Aceplay have visited the site together with Cllrs. Rob Smith, Brigit Thurstan and Anthony Daniel to assess the project.  Will be sending ideas.

Creative Play are coming 10th March.

Dragon Play from Cardiff are coming the week starting 15th March.  CP are currently doing work  in  Lota Park in Fishguard and are recommended by Pembs County Council.

Pavilion 

The building needs some maintenance:  the roof needs fixing, the toilets are unusable and probably not compliant and the whole area needs to be cleared and tidied up. It could possibly become a community place by this summer if the work can be done in time.    
Cllr. Brigit Thurstan proposed that Helen Bowen should be given immediate notice so that work can commence and that future electricity bills be paid by the Community Council.   Seconded by Cllr. Rob Smith.   
Cllrs: Chris Prior and Neil Prior will assess the scope of the renovation project for the next meeting and a plan established for the cleaning and future maintenance.  Any landscaping could be done in the autumn with hopefully with the help of the PCNPA Friends Tree & Hederow Fund. 
Cllr. Anthony Daniel will let Helen Bowen know that the building will be used in future and that she will need to remove her equipment by the end of April.  
The Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant bid will be put in in May if the playground costing information is available.  The Community Council will pay for the work on the Pavilion.
     8.    Community Works Grant

There is a possibility of acquiring a digital speed sign for either Croesgoch or Square & Compass through this grant programme run by Pembs County Council.  The speed check has been redone in Square & Compass since the improved signs and roundels were installed and there has been a positive impact with 74% of drivers keeping within the limit of 50mph as compared with 69% before.  There will be another speed check in Croesgoch in the next few weeks to determine further action there. Councillors discussed the best places for the speed signs and Cllr. Neil Prior will discuss the data with Pembs County Council Highways Dept., and the possibility of lowering the speed limits to 40.  For the next meeting.  
     9.    Community Link Project – report from Community Link Officer
Nia Jenkins, Community Link Officer, will be sending her first two monthly reports into the Council.  She has been getting in touch with local groups and introducing herself and so far has contacted the GTI, Llais Rhian, WI and the Heritage Group.   She is working on a Community Assets and Needs survey to be delivered to every household.    Lockdown has changed the way the project can be delivered temporarily however so at present she is focussing on a digital community calendar, website and social media.
Nia has put in a successful bid to Solva Care to be part of a pilot project for 18 months.
