A public participation session took place between 7.30pm and 7.50pm.
Present: Cllr R Hughes (Chair), Cllr Rob Hall, Cllr R Hine, Cllr Terry John, Cllr Mrs Marcia Kidney, Cllr Peter Kidney, Cllr J Long, Cllr John Williams, Cllr Graham Willcocks and Ian Morris (Clerk and Proper Officer). County Cllr Phillip Kidney was also present.
209/14 To receive any apologies for absence: Cllr Lynda Parker and Cllr Terry Williams.
210/14 To receive any declarations of interest: Cllr Hughes declared prejudicial interest in agenda item 3 
(to receive and consider the following planning applications and one notice: NP/14/0446 – Use of 
land for the stationing of one gypsy static caravan, retention and re-siting of one touring caravan 
together with utility/day room, septic tank, alteration to ground levels, formation of earth bunds and 
improvements, alterations to access at The Oaks, Land adjacent to Wynd Hill Farm, Manorbier SA70 
7SL  (Amended plans received).)

To receive and consider the following planning applications and one notice: 


At this point in the meeting, Cllr Hughes asked that a fellow member take over the chair for 
the following item, as he had earlier declared a prejudicial interest. Cllr Peter Kidney proposed that 
Cllr Hall take over as chair for agenda item 3(a). Seconded by Cllr John. 
Vote taken – 8 in favour, 1 
abstention. Cllr Hughes left the meeting at this point (7.52pm) and Cllr hall took over as Chair.
a) NP/14/0446 – Use of land for the stationing of one gypsy static caravan, retention and re-siting of one touring caravan together with utility/day room, septic tank, alteration to ground levels, formation of earth bunds and improvements, alterations to access at The Oaks, Land adjacent to Wynd Hill Farm, Manorbier SA70 7SL  (Amended plans received). Cllr Peter Kidney highlighted the proposed change of use from agricultural use to residential use and that the proposed visual splay was cutting across the neighbouring property (Wynd Hill Farm). Cllr Peter Kidney proposed that these comments be made to Pembrokeshire Coast National Park Authority (PCNPA). Seconded by Cllr John. Vote taken – 8 in favour. Cllr Willcocks and Cllr Hall reminded Members that MCC objections should be based upon planning issues. Cllr John proposed that MCC also mention that previous applications of a similar nature (including one on land opposite Wynd Hill farm) had been refused by PCNPA and approval of this application would be unfair and inconsistent to previous applicants. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken - 8 in favour. Full Council re-iterated its previous recommendations and asked the Clerk to respond accordingly, recommending refusal of this amended application.
At this point in the meeting (8.00pm), Cllr Hughes returned to the room and resumed his position as Chair.


b) NP/14/0665 – New Agricultural building at Thornhill, Manorbier SA70 7SJ. Cllr John proposed 
    recommending approval of this application, seconded by Cllr Peter Kidney. Vote taken – all in 
 
    favour.

c) Approval of NP/14/0565 – Installation of Openreach Broadband Cabinet outside 1 Hounsell 
    Avenue, Manorbier. Councillors noted the approval of this application by PCNPA.

To approve the funding of three directional road signs for Jameston Village Hall, 
 
 
Jameston. Cllr Hughes confirmed that Pembrokeshire County Council (PCC) had approved the 
manufacture and installation of three directional road signs in Jameston for Jameston Village 
Hall. Payment had now been requested by PCC for these signs and this amounted to £351.72p, 
including VAT. Cllr Hall proposed that this payment be approved, seconded by Cllr Willcocks. Vote 
taken – all in favour.
