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AMBLESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Ambleston Community Council was held on Monday 26th January 2015 at the Memorial Hall, Woodstock commencing at 7.30 p m.

1. Apologies.

There were no apologies as all members were present.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) HIGHWAY MATTERS. Members were satisfied with highway maintenance work carried out by Pembs County Council staff following the letter sent to the Director of Housing, Transportation and Environment after the November meeting. Work already carried out includes cutting back of trees and branches overhanging the roads at a number of locations, clearing of ditches on some roads, a number of drains have been cleaned and the damaged drain at Cwarre Duon Cross Roads has been repaired. Work still to be carried out includes repairs to a section of drainage pipe below the entrance to Rinaston Farm and repairs to a blocked or damaged drainage pipe on the B4329 near Trellys, Woodstock.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) CLEARING OF SCRUB. Mr Carl Vaughan, Middle Woodstock is to be thanked for arranging for the clearing of scrub on the verges of the B4329 between Woodstock Cross and Woodstock.
(b) POT HOLES. Pot holes near the entrance to Penlan and the entrance to New House, Tufton are to be reported to the Service Line.
(c) REPLACEMENT SIGNS. The Clerk reported that she had e-mailed the Traffic Engineer, Pembs County Council regarding the replacement place name sign WYSTOG/WOODSTOCK and erecting a new post for the ‘No Through Road’ sign near Gwalia, Ambleston. A reply e-mail stated that the e-mail message had been passed on to the Area Maintenance Section.

(d) ACCIDENT. An accident had occurred on the bend between Barnin and North Court on the 3rd or 4th January 2015 involving a vehicle which mounted the hedge. No further details are known.
