10.  PEMBS COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT
  C Cllr. Neil Prior informed the Council about the new defibrillator to be installed in Llanrhian and a   

  replacement one for Croesgoch which had been purchased through crowd funding.  The recent   

  Community Climate Collaboration Event held in Trefin was very good and about 40 people had  

  attended.  Llanrhian Community Council’s Connected Community Project has been extended and 
  there are now two paid Community Link Officers.    Llanrhian Community Council is now crowd 
  funding for works to improve the playground in Trefin.   Two new driver feedback signs on the A487 
  are to be installed shortly and the speed of vehicles driving through the centre of Castlemorris is to 
  be monitored.   C Cllr. Prior will share a proposed amendment to the one-way system in Mathry with 
  Mathry Community Council shortly.
