1. Attendance at meeting by Ian Meopham - Area Ranger - Pembrokeshire Coast National Park 
Authority to discuss donation of trees to commemorate 70th Anniversary of the PCNPA (see item  

8(i)(a).  The Park is offering to provide trees for planting around the community and will assist with the choice of trees and their planting.   Ideally the trees should be sited in a publicly accessible place and could be one statement tree or a small orchard, hedgerow or copse.
Aftercare and maintenance will be the Community Council’s responsibility.  Cllr. Katy Jenkins mentioned that there might be some interest in a hedgerow in Porthgain..   There is o time limit to the offer, the trees will not be planted until next Autumn.  Katy suggested social media interaction to see if there is any interest.  Small amounts of fencing might be available.  Katy suggested a hedge in the playpark where the wall has been removed to encourage wildlife and provide a protective screen.  Ian suggested a mixed hedge which would take around 5 years to mature.  It was agreed to defer a decision to the July meeting for bare root Autumn planting.
