i.     Installation of a WiFi facility at the hall to the benefit of the Council, Association and hall users.  This will be costed.

ii.    Plans to further extend the Hall to give alternative storage at the southern end of the hall are to be progressed by the Association.
iii. This would result in the re-modelling of the present Committee Room and store room.
iv.   It was resolved that space should be made available within this to accommodate office accommodation for both the Community Council and the Community Association.
v.   When costings are known the Community Council will set aside a reserve fund to assist with this improvement/facility.

Members considered these proposals and expenditure identified in the Budget Summary.

It was resolved to levy a Precept for 2015/16 of:

£6000  [six thousand pounds ].

It was reported that PCC are seeking  to redesignate the highway between Cardigan Road roundabout and Crundale to that of  ‘Active Travel’  designation.  This may allow the PCC to draw down funding for a footpath between the village and the town.  The cost of this would be circa £250,000!!



c. Rudbaxton Education Trust [AL]

This fund was set up as a consequence of the sale of the old school buildings and is principally aimed at children of Rudbaxton community under the age of 24years seeking financial assistance with further education.

It was considered that the availability of the fund was not widely known about in the Community.

It was agreed to include reference to the fund in the next Community Newsletter in the Spring of 2015.

d. Community Council File Storage



The Clerk requested the purchase of cupboard storage facilities to store
