DECLARATION OF INTERESTS -   Councillors had not identified any items that needed a Declaration of their Interest from the information already received .
MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING   It was proposed by Cllr Benbow and seconded by Cllr Bland that the minutes of the November meeting were a true record and they were duly signed by Chair.
Mr Hagley attended the meeting regarding earthworks by  Quarry Owners in the fields opposite the Millpond.
County Councillor Thomas outlined the sequence and time line on the events that led to the works being stopped by National Parks .    The Community Council await the retrospective planning application for the works.      Discussion ensued and  when the retrospective planning application received Clerk to contact Mr Hagley immediately.   Community Councillors agreed with Mr Hagley that the works have impacted on the countryside and local environs.  Chair thanked  Mr Hagley  for attending and he then left the meeting.
MATTERS ARISING  -  
· Unfortunately the Community Council were not successful in obtaining a grant from the Community Chest Fund.
· Also unfortunately  the Expression of Interest for the Community Sustainability Grant was not successful.
· VAT refund has been received and Precept from PCC for £6,000 has been received.
· It was agreed that upon receipt of the Enhancement grant from PCC that the invoice from Wicksteed for the Play area be paid in full.
· Play area in Carew -   Probation Service have been thanked for completing the painting of the play equipment in Carew and the see saw will be painted when Milton play area equipment is painted.    There will be a pause in the outdoor work by the Probation Service until there is a more settled spell of weather .

1.  Decision -  23/0463/PA    - Alterations to the rear boundary fence at 54 Cornfields Walk, Sageston   - conditionally approved by PCC.
2. Decision -   23/0471/PA -  Update existing Velux windows and add 4 more- 2 Cheriton Row, Carew Cheriton – Conditionally approved by PCC
The above two decisions noted by Councillors .
3. NEW – 23/0683/PA  -  Retention of seasonal wedding events venue with the siting of a TiPi and formation of an ancillary parking area -  Land adjacent to Redberth Gardens, Redberth, Tenby.    Following discussion and perusal of the planning application and accompanying documentation  there were no adverse comments nor obvious grounds for refusal identified by Councillors.    Recommend PCC grant this application.
4. NEW – PCNPA     NP/23/0577/PA -  Erection of a single storey oak framed and timber clad outbuilding to replace an existing timber outbuilding at Curlews Reach, West Williamston, Kilgetty.     Following discussion and perusal of the planning application and accompanying documentation  there were no adverse comments nor obvious grounds for refusal identified by Councillors.    Recommend PCNPA  grant this application.
5. NEW – 23/0730/PA  - Construction  of two storey side and rear extension  and porch to existing house at 5  Perrots Road, Carew Park Sageston. Following discussion and perusal of the planning application and accompanying documentation  there were no adverse comments nor obvious grounds for refusal identified by Councillors.    Recommend PCC grant this application.
CLOSURE OF CAREW PUBLIC CONVENIENCES
Community Councillors discussed the recent disappointing news that Carew Public Conveniences would not remain open after April 2024. The Community Council had indicated to PCC that it may be in a position to undertake this Transfer of Asset  for 2025/26 but that the replacement and renovation of the play areas in Carew was the priority.     Councillors discussed this in length and the necessity for PCC to provide some work on the toilets before the Community Council considered this Transfer of Assets.  This would be a more realistic option if they were in better condition as they are not up to standard.  
Councillors had also noted the communication from the Site Manager at Carew Castle on the queues for the Castle toilets already by visitors to the Castle.    The sixty thousand visitors to the Castle annually can be at least doubled by  visitors who  “walk around the Mill”  .
It was resolved that the Community Council write to PCC asking for the toilets to remain open (possibly at least  March – October) and for  a petition to be launched with Cllr Benbow assisting with this. 
WAR MEMORIAL AT CAREW -     It was noticed at the recent Remembrance Sunday that weeding and repointing of steps need to be undertaken at the Cenotaph .    Local historical building contractor to be contacted.    
Also   same contractor to be asked regarding Flemish Chimney in Carew.
COMMUNITY COUNCIL “SURGERIES”    Commencement of these to begin in 2024   with  County Councillor Thomas and Cllr Allen attending the Warm Hub on a Monday   and   Cllr Griffiths to attend the monthly Luncheon Clubs.   
REVIEW OF COMMUNITY COUNCIL BOUNDARY ARRANGEMENTS     Councillors had been furnished with correspondence from the Boundary Commission, PCC and OVW regarding this and County Councillor Thomas and Clerk had attended an online discussion on this topic.     Following detailed discussion it was resolved that in principle ;the Community Council would not be averse to considering a merger.     PCC and Boundary Commission to be informed of this decision.
LANTERN PROCESSION  19TH December 2023 – Councillors went through final arrangements for the Lantern Procession and meeting times.    It was resolved by all present that £50 be donated to Sandy Bears in  Bereavement Charity  as payment in lieu for the Balloon Man as per his wishes.
