208/24 CA1954 20231106 SRIC Narberth – Jesse Road, Eastgate Garage – Installation of a  virtual footway along with kerb line adjustments and an uncontrolled crossing point. (Agenda item 3b)

Council discussed this and are concerned due to the narrow entrance to the area behind the Garage forecourt, which is used by residents of Jesse Road and Station Road for access to the back of their properties and parking facilities, as well as Narberth AFC.  As the entrance is only wide enough for a single vehicle, traffic is often backed-up on the road whilst waiting to enter or exit.  Existing high kerbs already makes it difficult and very dangerous for vehicles to pull out onto the highway, any higher could potentially damage vehicles using this exit.  The Town Council does not think that it is a good idea to put a virtual pavement in front of any Petrol forecourt as this will encourage pedestrians to walk there.  If dropped kerbs are installed, then the Council would like a painted bus-stop area put on this side of the road at the same time, such as the one

opposite, because if a vehicle is parked there then the Service bus will not stop to pick- up passengers.   


IT WAS RESOLVED that the Clerk will report back on this to the Highways Department at Pembrokeshire County Council and also mention that the Town Council are still awaiting a site visit with the County Council’s Lead Engineer.
