SY outlined the proposals and reasons for these.

A.Lowe gave his resume’ of the proposals and expressed serious concern at the proposal to remove sixth forms from the Haverfordwest secondary schools.
He saw little gain from transferring their function to the Pembrokeshire College and considered such a move detrimental to the schools and teaching staff.
The proposed merger of the Sir Thomas Picton and Tasker Milward schools would result in larger sixth form classes which would largely satisfy the levels of viability set down by Welsh Government.

Retention of sixth forms in the schools would also enable schools to remain competitive in inter school sports and also their service to the community.
