                   The car park operator has declined to contribute to the running costs of Abereiddy.  Regretfully, fter 

                   some further discussion, the Councillors decided the Council is not in a position to fund this facility as 

                   it will already be funding two other toilets.   The Clerk was asked to send in a letter asking Pembs 

                   County Council for Abereiddy to be an exception to the closure regime.

             11. Precept

                   Two draft budgets were provided to assist the Precept discussion together with explanatory notes.  

                   After discussion the Clerk was asked to submit three draft budgets for the December meeting
                   when the decision re the Precept will be made.   The Clerk was also asked to estimate the increasing

             12.  Pembs County Council Report              
                    The Porthgain Master Plan has been produced.  Some residents are unhappy with the proposed 
                    changes.  The Boundary Commission consultation has started and ends on the 15th December.  

                   The proposed changes will take effect from 2027.     Work has been done by Pembs County Council 

                    to establish a consistent ratio of elector:councillor across the county and this work will guide but not 

                    force any changes the Boundary Commission may make.   Under this guide there would be no 

                    changes to Llanrhian Community Council.  For further discussion at the next meeting.
