Planning Update 15/0222/PA – 45 Self Catering Units, Land rear of Night Owl.

No updates were received due to County Councillor Jon Preston not being present at the meeting.

Councillor Paul thanked councillors who attended the extra ordinary meeting held to discuss Planning Application 15/0222/PA.  All councillors were against this planning and a letter forwarded to Pembrokeshire Planning outlining the following concerns
The proposed development would have a detrimental impact upon the environment. It will be 
such a prominent site on the crown of the hill, which will be clearly visible from Tenby and the 
main road in from Sageston. The number of units is an over development of the site.
2. The road in the village is very narrow at the point of entry to this proposed development. With 
increased traffic in that area and no footpath, there will be congestion and likelihood of risk to 
pedestrians walking through the village.
3. With the proposed development there will be an increase in the volume of vehicles travelling 
through the village, which already has a problem with speeding, together with narrow roads 
and bends. 
4. We have grave concerns about the existing foul sewers in the village as to whether they will 
cope with 45 more dwellings. 
5. At an open meeting held on Wednesday 24th June at Penally village hall the architect of the 
development admitted his drawing was wrong and agreed that you cannot pump into an
existing pumping station. Consequently 60/70 m of roadway will have to be dug up to get the 
foul drain into a sewer. This will cause serious disruption to an area already experiencing 
numerous problems.
6. We are concerned about the disposal of surface water in the area of the proposed 
development, because the existing site already causes flooding in Trefloyne Lane and any 
additional surface water created by the development would cause increased flooding. The 
existing site generally has shallow soil with an underlay of rock and any development would
not allow any natural drainage.
7. There are badger sets very close to the proposed development. In the light of the badger sets 
we believe that this proposed development will not comply with current legislation.
