1. Apologies.

Apologies were received from Mrs Anne James. The Chairman extended a warm welcome to the new member Mr David Ambrey.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) FLY TIPPING. PCSO Jude Parr promised to visit the Woodstock area and speak with some of the residents.
(b) SPEEDING ON B4329 AT WOODSTOCK. PCSO Jude Parr would speak with her superiors and discuss the possibility of speed lines being installed at Woodstock, Members were happy with this suggestion.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) The Parcywern road has had numerous large potholes repaired and the road has been surface dressed.
Pembs County Council staff have been in the Ambleston Community area cleaning around drain gratings. Large areas of irregular road surfaces on the B4329 within the Ambleston Community have been repaired. All the above mentioned works have been carried out to a good standard.

(b) The road surface is breaking up outside Upper Pencastell at the junction with the Wallis road. This matter is to be reported to Pembs County Council.
