MATTERS ARISING

Trafalgar Terrace Honesty Box Fund Application Form

A draft application form for local fund raising groups wishing to apply for the donations from the Trafalgar Terrace Honesty Box Fund for the12 months commencing 1 November 2015 was circulated for discussion.  Councillors felt the information requested was appropriate and that it should also request a copy of the group's end of year accounts for 2014/15 should be submitted with the application.
A notice has been placed in The Havens Diary and The Havens Facebook Page asking applicants to email the clerk for more information and a form.   Requests will be evaluated at the October meeting.
Election of Vice Chair

The council members present were asked to nominate a Vice Chair.  Cllr Dai Faulkner proposed Cllr Mary Whitewright and Cllr Lawrence Hughes seconded the proposal.  Mary was happy to accept.
Little Haven Litter Flyer
A flyer has been produced for distribution to holiday homes in the Little Haven area advising visitors to check which week they can put their rubbish out for collection.  The flyer also highlights Pembrokeshire County Council's rules for rubbish collections and the problems resulting in non compliance, namely

· Leaving black bags next to the village bins means they will get pecked 
by seagulls and litter the village.

· Leaving black bags out the night before collection day means they will 

get pecked by seagulls and end up blown around the village and the beach.

· Leaving black bags out on the week there is no collection means they 

will get pecked by seagulls and make a mess.

AGENDA ITEMS
Direction for Little Haven Conservation

A copy of the Direction for Little Haven Conservation was circulated to Councillors at the beginning of August.  The order is a legal mechanism for withdrawing householders 'permitted development rights' to alter windows, doors, boundary walls and to create hard-standings.   It applies to all non-listed dwelling houses on elevations facing public highways and spaces.  In effect all householders will now have to apply for planning permission to make the alterations mentioned above.  There will be no fee charged for these applications.
The Point Little Haven

Councillors asked the clerk to include The Point in future Grass Cutting Tenders as this is an important area used by both tourists and residents and no longer gets looked after by the National Trust Volunteers.    

The Havens Community Website Feedback

Giles Howell, who has voluntarily produced the Havens Community Website for a number of years, requested that the Council review the site and give him some feedback on both the content and future development.   Councillors appreciated the time he has put in over the years and asked the Clerk to thank him for all his hard work.  
With regards to future progress they stressed they were happy to continue to support the site as a wide range of sites/social media cover as possible is of benefit to the area and they put forward the following suggestions for its  future development.

As there is now a communal Pembrokeshire County Council hosted website for all the Community Council's agendas and minutes, plus Facebook pages for the Community Council and the Diary, they suggested that the site should concentrate on a variety of information and news that would appeal/be useful to visitors and residents.

It was suggested that, instead of listing the individual agendas and minutes, the site should   provide a link to the PCC Community Council Website for access to agendas and minutes and also provide links to the Community and Diary Facebook pages.   As Giles has an extensive collection of past agendas, minutes and diaries it was also suggested that there be a link on the site to enter an Archive area where these can all be accessed.
The Clerk was asked to feedback these suggestions to Giles for his consideration.

Casual Vacancy

The Clerk advised that she had informed the PCC Electoral Services Officer of the Casual Vacancy and published the required Casual Vacancy Notice in the Diary, on the Council Website and on the Council Facebook Page.    As soon as Electoral Services advises whether the Council should fill the vacancy by election or co-option she will re-advertise for applications. 

Broad Haven Litter Update

PCC have arranged for the bins to be emptied at a later time in an attempt to improve the problems being experienced around the village and on the beach.  Initial indications are that there has been some improvement.   The situation will continue to be monitored.

Boardwalk Update

The Opening Ceremony was well attended and a great success.  The Raymond brothers (freeholders) were amazed at the work that had been done and congratulated the STB Group on all their excellent fund raising and related activities.
Support the Board Walk Group have gone out for prices to replace the last part of the boardwalk, improve the cinder path and alleviate flooding.   As the work would have to be completed by the 31 March 2016 there will be little time for additional fund raising activities so costs will need to fall within the grant funding allocation.
