3. Minutes of the last meeting (24.06.24)
            Minutes of the last meeting had been circulated to members; it was agreed that the 
            minutes were to be signed.

4. Matters arising from the minutes.
· Withyhedge Landfill – Fewer incidents being reported on Facebook. PCC are continuing with the prosecution which is due in court mid-September. 
· Litter pick – Three dates to cover Woodstock, Wallis and Ambleston will be done in September, the dates etc. will be posted on Facebook. Gareth will pick up the equipment from Fishguard Leisure Centre.  
· Working Better Together Seminar – 23rd July – The first session covered the Boundary Commission report, the second session was for Clerk’s only, which was a short session as only 8 Clerk’s were in attendance.

7. Wallis Pond
Dai and Eirian met with Pete Howe, Mair Rees, Ross Grisbrook and Emily (Nestle) last week to discuss the plan of works. Weather permitting works are due to commence at the end of August, beginning of September. 

8. Developing Ambleston Community Council website
Training session being run by PCC is arranged for 24th September. Further research/work will be done in October/November as the website needs to be up and running by end March 2025.
