PLANNING APPLICATIONS

PCC
i)  15/0600/PA:  Priskilly Fawr, Hayscastle – alterations to insert new window and door openings – no 

     adverse comments.
ii)  15/0304/PA:  Castle Cenlas, Jct A487 Mathry to Jct B4330 – variation of condition 2 of planning    

      consent 13/1014/PA.  Condition 2 refers to the size of turbine to be used.  This application 
      was previously commented on by MCC on the understanding that it was for a third turbine which was  

      not correct.    There are two consented wind turbines on the site (granted on appeal), this application 

      refers to a change in size.   The Clerk was asked to write both to PCC and Western Power (see 5(d) 
      below, saying that the original objection was based on misleading information and has been 
      withdrawn.   Proposed by Cllr. L Richards, seconded by Cllr. B  Morris.

5. CORRESPONDENCE  

a) PCC – reply to letter of concern about the works at the Farmers Arms, Mathry received.  

b) PCC – Consultation on Review of Licensing Policy received. 
c) Western Power  - copy of correspondence and certificate pertaining to an application to the Secretary of State for Trade and Industry for a wind turbine at Castle Cenlas, Mathry.  After discussion it was confirmed that this relates to the application for the consented two turbines above and refers to the putting in of a 3rd line on the existing poles.  There is no groundwork involved.
