1. The Chairman welcomed Brian Klass and James Slowgrove from Natural Resources Wales to the meeting.  Parts of the Cleddau River are failing the Water Framework Directive (2003) which applies to 
all surface freshwater bodies and requires all inland and coastal waters to reach good ecological status
 by 2027. Biological assessments and fish surveys indicate that the Cleddau is only moderate within the range of good to bad.   A report is available on the state of the Milford Haven Estuary.  
There is a new Wellbeing of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 which is a new act brought in by the Welsh Assembly to make the public bodies listed in the Act have a more joined up approach to create a Wales that we all want to live in now, and in the future, by putting in place seven Well Being Goals.  Cllr. Jill Morgan asked for a Water Profile assessment for Abercastle and Abermawr.
