a.  Store extension:


SVD advised that details had been sent to six builders inviting them to quote for the work.  A site meeting had been held with one of them so far.

Applications for grants were also being progressed.

b. Solar Panels.

All formal registration had been completed . 
It was too early to accurately assess the extent of savings to the RCA.

50.15     Other Business.
a. Community Speed Watch – Dyfed Powys Police [WGC].
· Attention was drawn to the proposed introduction of this scheme 

      into the Community.
· Selected local residents largely run the scheme which involves monitoring and recording the speed of vehicles. 

· Details are passed to Police representatives for any appropriate action.  Individuals have been approached to run the scheme. 

· No reference has been made to the Community Council or County Council[??].

· The timescale of introduction will depend on getting sufficient volunteers – a minimum of three is required .
· It was suggested that better road markings could contribute to the reduction  of the speed of traffic,

b. PCC Financial Cuts. [JH]



It had been reported in the press that the PCC were considering the purchase of a building in Swan Square. It appeared that this would allow better access to the pathway to the castle and would also possibly be used by stallholders as an indoor centre. It was considered that such expense,  at a time when the PCC were having to reduce their budgets substantially, was wholly inappropriate.
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c. Secondary Education – Haverfordwest [AL]


Concern was expressed as to the future of secondary education in Haverfordwest now that proposed plans had been abandoned for the second time.

SY indicated that nothing had now been ruled out and it was possible that a combined school for 11-19years old could still prevail.
d. Withybush Trading Estate – signage [ SAVD]


The PCC sign board indicating the location of businesses on the trading estate was badly positioned and could not now been seen due to tree growth. 

It was suggested that the board be re-sited nearer to the entrance and more readily visible on the approaches from Withybush Road. 

SY agreed to draw this matter to the attention of PCC  for action.
e. Refuse Collection – discontinuance of Black Bags [WGC]


The free supply of bags has already ceased where it is considered that householders should already have an adequate supply through to the end of March 2016.  After this date residents have to supply their own black bags.  
A suggestion that other bags could be used was refuted by SY who stated that anything other than a black bag would not be collected.

                f.           Road Restrictions – Tan Bank[WGC].



This matter had previously been raised albeit the road concerned is outside this Community.  Some members had experienced problems in using the road where oncoming traffic is claiming priority.
SY stated that the road lay-out is under review.

The meeting closed at 2050hr.
Festive refreshment was provided by the Clerk at the conclusion of the meeting.
