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AMBLESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Ambleston Community Council was held on Monday 18th January 2016 at the Memorial Hall, Woodstock at 7.30 p m.

1. Apologies.

There were no apologies.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) STREET LAMP NEAR BRYNHEULOG. The newly installed street lamp outside Brynheulog, number 0802/0210, needs adjusting so that the light shines equally to the north and south of the lamp’s location. This matter to be reported to the Pembs CC Service Line.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) ROAD IMPROVEMENTS. The road works carried out on the B4329 on the bend at North Court, have proved to be an improvement with a hatched area in the centre of the road and with adequate chevron signs.
(b) ACCIDENT. On the 14th December 2015 an ASDA delivery van collided with one entrance wall to Scollock West Farm. The wall was completely demolished. There were no reports of personal injury.
(c) POTHOLES AND OTHER HIGHWAY MATTERS.


(i) Several potholes between Cwarre Duon Cross Roads and the entrance to New House Farm.


(ii) Two potholes near the entrance to Hook Manor and one pothole on the right hand side of the 
carriageway between Hook Manor and Brynteg, Ambleston.
(iii) Irregularities in the road surface surrounding a drainage grating on the B4329 on the bend between Bigws and Cornel Bach.

(iv) The blocked drain outside the entrance to Rinaston Farm has been marked by County Council staff, but if the large volume of water now running down the highway should freeze, this would be a hazard to motorists.
Items (i) to (iv) to be reported to the Pembs CC Service Line.

5. Planning. 
(a) Planning permission granted for a two storey rear extension with single storey side extension at The Old Post Office, Ambleston.
(b) Planning permission granted for Alterations and extension at Lledrog, Wallis.
6. Correspondence.
(a) PRECEPT 2015/16. The Clerk reported that the third instalment of precept of £600 had been paid into the Community Council’s bank account via BACS.
