County Councillor's Report
Tenby MIU:  In February of this year I reported to this council the announcement by the Hywel Dda Health Board to close the Minor Injuries Facility at Tenby Cottage Hospital. Despite almost a year of active campaigning it now seems that the fight to retain this facility has been in vain. This community has been totally let down by the Community Health Council and the Health board. We did have an opportunity to instigate a judicial review of this decision which unfortunately was not pursued. This issue will now need to be tackled at a higher level and the question of the role of the Community Health Council and its inability to protect this vital service be reviewed. I personally have little confidence in the community health council and believe that steps need to be taken to dissolve the membership along with a full and open investigation into the decision making process of the Hywel Dda Health Board. 
Service of Remembrance.  This years’ service was notably attended by fewer villagers. Next year will see the centenary service of remembrance marking one hundred years since the end of World War 1. As a village it would be fitting for us to ensure we honour those who have been and those who still are being killed and injured in active service.  
Strawberry Lane Traffic restriction.  The highways officer has informed me that if vehicles have a genuine reason for using any road, such as making deliveries there is no enforceable action that can be taken. The drivers of the vehicles have a duty to ensure they can physically get through without causing any damage. The sign at either end of the lane stating   “Unsuitable for HGV” are to make drivers of larger vehicles aware that they will encounter difficulties. A weight restriction would have to be supported by evidence of a weak structure and a height restriction would indicate a physical restraint, such as a low bridge. A traffic order for a width restriction is unlikely to receive the support from the Police. 
Playing Field Equipment.  It is evident that the goal posts that have been removed from the playing field are sorely missed. I have previously contacted the officer responsible for the upkeep of this area and I have been told there are no plans to replace the posts which were removed due to their poor condition. I have explored a number of options to finance new posts one being that we incorporate a request with the funding we are seeking for the Boules Area with the Wales Sports Foundation. The funding is only available to established local sports organisations that will need to meet certain criteria. A local sports group would need to make a formal request to the foundation.    The New Year.   The New Year will bring fresh challenges and opportunities to maintain and preserve the unique and diverse community of Penally. I look forward to continuing to work closely with the community council and the people of Penally and would like to take this opportunity to thank all councillors and the people of the village for their continued support and to wish you all a great Christmas holiday and a very Happy New Year.
