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AMBLESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Ambleston Community Council was held on Monday 26th September 2016 at the Memorial Hall, Woodstock at 8.0 p m.

The meeting commenced with Ms Jane Lewis, British Heart Foundation Co-ordinator for West Wales demonstrating the use of a defibrillator and Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation in the community. Funding for the equipment will not be available until the beginning of 2017. The cost to the community will be £400.00. The application for funding will be made via the website. A box is available to house the equipment. The exact siting of the box to be decided at a later date.
The ordinary meeting commenced at 8.30 p m.

1. Apologies.

There were no apologies as all members were present.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) WALLIS POND. Mr Kevin Francis, carpenter had carried out satisfactory repair work to the sluice gate of the pond. No invoice has been received to date.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) WALLIS BRIDGE. The north-east side of the bridge was damaged recently by a vehicle, displacing the parapet wall and a marker post. Also at the entrance to the car park on the opposite side of the road, a kerbstone has been dislodged and is protruding above ground level. The Clerk had reported this matter via email to Mr Darren Thomas, Head of Highways and Construction, Pembs County Council who had replied stating that the area would be inspected with a full report to follow.
(b) A pothole near Cwarre Duon Cross Roads.

(c) Poor visibility at Parcyllyn Cross roads and at the road junction between Rinaston and Parcyllyn near to an agricultural Building, due to excessive vegetation on the hedgerows.

(d) Irregularity in the road surface on the B4329 at Woodstock between Haulfryn and Hafan.

(e) The roads from Pencastell to Wallis Mill and from Wallis Bridge to Rock Cottage have not been trimmed this year.

5. Planning.

7. Correspondence.
(a) PRECEPT. The Clerk reported that the second instalment of precept of £600.00 had been paid into the Community Council’s bank account via BACS.
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(b) CODE OF CONDUCT. Email received from the Monitoring Officer, Pembs County Council stating that she is prepared to arrange for one newspaper notice for all Town and Community Councils in
Pembrokeshire in respect of adopting the revised Code of Conduct. She is also prepared to liase with the Ombudsman on our behalf. A contribution of up to £30.00 will be expected towards the cost of the newspaper notice.

(c) BOUNDARY COMMISSION. Information received regarding the 2018 Review of Parliamentary Constituencies. Representations regarding the Initial Proposals were requested. The suggested name for our constituency was South Pembrokeshire, but because the constituency covers most of Pembrokeshire, it was agreed that the Community Council proposes the name Mid and South Pembrokeshire.
