Members considered that this solar powered unit had been unreliable since it’s installation and had been out of use for long periods of time. It’s long term reliability and effectiveness was questioned.

Conversely, the mains powered unit on the Cardigan Road had proved reliable.

Planned traffic calming measures in the vicinity of Cross Lane/Ashford Park, would reduce the need for this unit at it’s present location.

It was therefore suggested that the unit be removed and relocated to a point on 
Chapel Road at the junction with Cross lane where mains power could be 
available.

It was further suggested that the sign should be targeted at vehicles 
approaching from the South,  heading North.
It was resolved to request the PCC to consider such relocation .

This had now progressed and traffic light/signage management was now acceptable.
SY outlined plans to link the new pavement at it’s southern end with the Cardigan Road leading to Prendergast. This would entail the footpath being extended easterly down the bypass to a safe point of crossing and then a footpath being linked to the existing footpath at Heritage Gate.
