Defibrillators.
A second training session was held on 11th February 2016 and was well supported.  This concludes the training provided free by the Ambulance Service.

-31.13.d.-ii        Dingle Close – Pavements/Roads[SVD] 

SY advised that the developer had requested Welsh Water to re-site some of it’s equipment from the pavement area to allow final completion of the surfacing. 

PCC had contacted WW and a reply is awaited.

-08.15.i.  Lorry Parking – perimeter of Withybush Airfield.. [KM].

No further progress made .


-08.15.ii.   Chapel Road – Vehicle Activated 30mph Speed Sign – VAS.
SY advised that the request of the Community Council had been considered by PCC.  Due to limits of a suitable point for electricity supply, only one location had been identified..

It was estimated that the cost of relocating the unit from the Cardigan Road to Chapel Road would be circa. £700 + vat. The Community Council would be expected to substantially finance this sum.

Police representation at the meeting was asked for their view on the benefits of the VAS in the community.  Their observation of the unit on the Cardigan Road was that it was largely ignored and it was felt that the presence of the units was questionable.

SY confirmed that the proposed traffic calming measures at the junction of Cross Lane/Ashford Park/Cardigan Road, would go ahead in the near future as occupation of the new housing development progresses..

In the light of the foregoing it was resolved not to pursue the relocation of either of the VAS.


- 15.15.    ii.  Constuction of footway between Crundale and Haverfordwest.[SY]

This was now at an advanced stage. It was noted that an area opposite Stephens Ford Cottages had been constructed to allow parking!!  Members felt that this was wholly inappropriate as parked vehicles would cause pedestrians to use the road to get by.
SY confirmed that the link at the Southern end would go ahead on completion of the present work.  He also indicated that full plans had now been drawn up to extend the footpath North on the Cardigan Road between Boot & Shoe Close and Rosemary Lane.  A start date for this work had yet to be agreed.
No plans were currently available to provide a footpath on the Chapel Road.  Members were concerned that pedestrian safety could be compromised.

Police Matters – report by PCSO Jude Parr.

i.   Community Speed Watch[Volunteers] – Dyfed Powys Police 

The PCSO explained that trials in Johnston and Crundale had been chosen as these communities had generated the most complaints .

Training of volunteers was planned for the near future but response from Crundale had been disappointing.  A minimum of three volunteers is required to carry out monitoring of traffic at any one time.

SY stated that without this support it was unlikely that formal police presence in the Community,  to monitor motorist speeds and to stop offending motorists,  would be continued  if the community are not prepared to support this initiative.

There is an urgent need for volunteers if this opportunity is to be fulfilled.

ii.  Seat Belt Campaign.

Attention was drawn to a Dyfed Powys police ongoing campaign to ensure that all car occupants wear the appropriate seat belt.

iii.  Community Message System

A system has been set up to advise communities of matters likely to impact on their community from time to time.  Notification would be by e.mail to a central contact in the Community – as yet unidentified!!

a.  Proposed New Store area and conversion of existing:


SVD reported that, subject  to written confirmation, further grant money had been promised.  This would enable the Association to put this work in hand. To that end a Contractor had been identified.  The combined costs of the new store area and the conversion of the existing store to provide better meeting facilities together with an office to be shared by the Community Council and the Community Association,  is  £43,000.

The Community Council has pledged to support the project subject to availability of adequate office facilities.

SVD advised that there would be a ‘Family Fun Day’ held on Saturday 11th June 2016 to celebrate this event within the Community.  The Association’s Events Committee were organising this event and the Association had underwritten costs to the extent of £250.

Discussions took place as to the possible provision of a ‘Memento’ of the occasion but it was felt that  gifts  were no longer the ‘norm’ and that all effort should be put into making the day enjoyable for all.

a.
Grass Cutting Contract 2016.

The Contractor had been approached to cut the Children’s Play area as this was not presently being cut this season.
It had been agreed between the Clerk and the Contractor that this work be carried out every 10/14days along with the Community Garden.. There would be additional charge of £20 per cut for the Play Area.

This action was agreed by Council.

b.  Manure on Highway – junction Cross Lane/Chapel Road.[AL]
It was reported that an incident, resulting in a substantial spill, occurred earlier in the day.  The matter had been reported to the Police/PCC and the road had been cleared.

c.  Bollards – Corner Cross Lane – War memorial.
It was noted that a bollard had been broken by vehicles using this area daily in connection with the Ashford Park development.

SY to seek replacement.

d.  Road signage – Windy Hill /Camrose.[KM]
Signage at this point has been damaged.

e.  Cross Lane – Parking concerns.[SVD]

During construction of Ashford Park vehicles were parking daily on this strewtch of highway causing difficulty to other road users.
It was noted that the site roads are to be  surfaced during the current week and should allow sub-contractors to park on site for the remaining construction of properties.

f.  Rat Problems – Elm Park[GSE]
There had been a ;imited problem at propertires on Elm Park.  The local authority was informed and the matter appears to be under control.

g.  Eligibility for Housing Association housing[GJF]

Self-employed people are apparently denied application for a property.

SY will raise the matter at a Meeting with the HA later in the week.
