 MANORBIER COMMUNITY COUNCIL (MCC)
Meeting of Full Council held at Jameston Village Hall, Jameston
Monday 7 November 2016 – 7.00pm.
MINUTES

Present: Cllr Ray Hughes (Chair), Cllr Rob Hall, Cllr Chris Haynes, Cllr Ray Hine, Cllr John Long, Cllr Graham Willcocks, Cllr John Williams, Cllr Terry Williams (Vice-chair) and Ian Morris (Clerk and Proper Officer). County Councillor Phillip Kidney was also present.

A Public Participation session took place between 7.02pm and 7.07pm. Jameston Play Area; provision of Christmas trees and availability of a defibrillator in Jameston were discussed. 
Cllr Hughes asked that the Clerk begin taping the meeting, in line with MCC policy, using a digital voice recorder, to aid drafting of the Minutes. No other video or audio recording was permitted.

Apologies for absence: Cllr Donna Chiffi, Cllr Marcia Kidney, Cllr Siobhan McClelland and Cllr Lynda Parker.

To receive any declarations of interest: Cllr Hughes reminded Members that, if at any point in the meeting they felt they had a Personal or Prejudicial Interest in any item not already declared, they were to inform the Chair or Clerk immediately. 
Cllr John Williams declared a Personal Interest in agenda item 9(b) (Action Tracking - Jameston Play Area – inspections, remedial and other work.) Cllr Hine declared a Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 6(f) (Planning - NP/16/0502/FUL) and a Personal Interest in agenda item 14(b) (Sale of Corner House land, Jameston). Cllr Willcocks declared a Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 14(b). Cllr Hall declared a Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 6(f) and a Personal Interest in agenda item 14(b). Cllr Hughes declared a Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 6(d) (Planning - NP/16/0546/RES). Cllr Haynes declared a Personal Interest in agenda item 9(b).

To approve and sign as a true and correct record the Draft Minutes of the Full Council Meeting held on 3 October 2016. Cllr Willcocks said that he did not mention drainage at item 135/16. Cllr Hughes replaced ‘Cllr Willcocks’ with ‘Councillors’. Once this amendment had been made, Cllr Haynes proposed that the draft Minutes of the Full Council meeting held on 3 October 2016 be accepted as a true and correct record. Seconded by Cllr Long. Vote taken – all in favour.

Matters Arising from the Full Council Meeting held on 3 October 2016. Clerk said he awaited an invoice from Manorbier United Football Club (MUFC) for the cost of the insurance for the bonfire night event. Clerk also confirmed that the Code of Conduct training had been postponed again but he would continue to liaise with the Monitoring Officer over a new date for the training. Clerk reported that Network Rail (NR) had now responded to MCC over the future of level crossings in MCC’s area. NR has said that the letter referenced in a previous MCC meeting (from Solicitors in Gloucestershire to a local landowner), had been sent to discuss surveys that NR needed to carry out to complete feasibility studies for the level crossing options. NR confirmed that there were no plans to progress with the closure option at Manorbier Newton and Beavers Hill as it would involve significant improvement works and reconstruction of Black Bridge. There was insufficient funding to progress this option at present. Funding would be sought in NR’s business plan for the next funding period of 2019-2024. NR also confirmed that there was nothing in their plans for Manorbier Station. No extension of the car park was planned. Council noted there was no provision to park a car at the station. County Cllr Kidney was asked to see if Pembrokeshire County Council (PCC) could look at providing some parking (including disabled) at the station.

To receive and consider any correspondence. Cllr Hughes reminded Members that all correspondence can be viewed immediately prior to Full Council meetings and/or by contacting Ian Morris, Clerk, after meetings. Cllr Hughes and the Clerk highlighted the following items of correspondence;
· Donation request from Macmillan Cancer Support. Members agreed to consider at the December 2016 meeting.

· Email from Suzanne Scale, a recent purchaser of land in Jameston, asking for information on how to get involved with the local community and for details of the next MCC meeting. Clerk had responded. Cllr Hughes pointed out the location of the land.
· PCC bus survey. Clerk asked to email to Members.

· Letter from Val Bradley about recent discussions on Jameston Play Area.

· Letter (no address provided) from K Quinton about the Community Park, Jameston and about parked cars and vans on pavements in Jameston. Cllr Hall said parking issues were not within MCC’s jurisdiction. Members also said that the park was a children’s play area and should be referred to as Jameston Play Area.

· 3 letters from D A Morse about Jameston Play Area. Clerk had acknowledged each letter.
· Statement from Mark Drakeford, AM, about Local Government Reform. Clerk read out those parts of the statement that referred to Town and Community Councils.

· Draft Independent Remuneration Panel for Wales Annual Report 2017/18. 

· PACTO Transport event on 25 November 2016 in Letterston.

· Other surveys and questionnaires.

All other correspondence was brought forward and taken as noted. 
At this point, Cllr Hughes asked the Clerk to erase the digital tape recording of the Full Council meeting held on 3 October 2016. Clerk actioned.

 To receive and consider the following planning applications, licence applications and other  

             notices;

a) NP/16/0523/FUL – Proposed rear two storey kitchen and bedroom extension at Tenby House, Manorbier SA70 7TH. Members noted the details of the planning application. Cllr Hall proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour.
b) NP/16/0540/FUL – Erection of interpretation panel at Lydstep Beach Road, Lydstep SA70 7SE. Cllr Terry Williams proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr John Williams. Vote taken – all in favour.
c) NP/16/0536/FUL – Two storey dwelling in garden at 18 Wheeler’s Way, Manorbier SA70 7TU. Members noted the history of the previous application for this location which MCC had supported. Cllr Haynes proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – all in favour. Clerk was asked to inform PCNPA that MCC were fully supportive of this application.

Cllr Hughes left the room at this point (7.37pm) and Cllr Terry Williams took up position as Chair of the meeting.

d) NP/16/0546/RES – Residential development at Green Grove, Jameston SA70 8QJ. Cllr Terry Williams noted that the applicant was Pembrokeshire Housing Association. Clerk confirmed he had not received any objections from local residents. Cllr Hine asked if local people would be able to access the proposed new homes. Clerk thought that there would be appropriate clauses in place and Cllr Long said that there were general principles on this issue that the applicant would need to follow. Cllr Long proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Haynes. Vote taken – 7 in favour.

Cllr Hughes returned to the room at this point (7.40pm) and took up position as Chair of the meeting. 

e) NP/16/0559/FUL – Demolition of existing sun lounge and access porch. Extend dwelling to provide annexe with associated carers bedroom in one and a half storey side extension, together with a lean-to wheelchair glazed access and new porch on front elevation at Kelpie Cottage, Manorbier SA70 7SX. Members could see no planning issues with this application. Cllr John Williams proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – all in favour.
Cllr Hine and Cllr Hall left the room at this point (7.42pm).
f) NP/16/0502/FUL – Amendment to NP/15/0526/FUL – comprising change of use of first floor from staff/managers accommodation to 3 guest rooms, new fire escape, new first floor balcony, foyer extension and change of fenestration/fascia details to white uPVC at Buttyland Caravan and Camping Park, Manorbier SA70 7SX. Cllr Hughes highlighted the amendments proposed which related to extra height and to the drainage and sewerage system. Cllr Hughes referred to notes from PCNPA and responses from the applicant’s representatives. These show that until part of the site is developed for residential use (and a new sewage pumping station is positioned), temporary use of the existing cesspit would be used.
 PCC Building Control had agreed this course of action. No timescales had been given for this temporary use of the existing cesspit. In answer to a query from Cllr Terry Williams, Cllr Hughes said that PCNPA were awaiting comments from Welsh Water and Natural Resources Wales. Full Council noted and endorsed its previous concerns with this application and awaited the comments from Welsh Water and Natural Resources Wales on the foul drainage issues. Cllr Terry Williams proposed that this application be therefore recommended for refusal. Seconded by Cllr Haynes. Vote taken – 5 in favour, 1 abstention.

            Cllr Hall and Cllr Hine returned to the room at this point (7.51pm).

Other planning decision notices were noted by Full Council and PCNPA’s LDP Land Allocation update.
153/16
To receive and consider the Financial Statement from 14 September 2016 to 13 October 2016. Clerk had handed out copies of the Financial Statement at the start of the meeting. Clerk’s financial statement showed that the opening balance on the Community Account at the start of the period was £7,798.59 and that transactions totalling £484.58 had cleared the account. The balance of the Business Premium Account (BPA) stood at £27,234.57. Members noted that the Interest rate would be reduced to 0.00% from 5 December 2016 on the BPA. Cllr Hughes suggested that Full Council look at amalgamating both accounts. This could be discussed at the January 2017 meeting of Full Council. Cllr Long proposed that the Financial Statement be accepted as a true and accurate record of MCC’s financial position, seconded by Cllr Willcocks. Vote taken – all in favour.

To receive and consider the County Councillor’s Report. County Cllr Phillip Kidney provided the following updates;

· Beavers Retreat (planning application NP/16/0377/FUL): this planning application had been turned down by PCNPA on the Chair’s casting vote and would be re-submitted in February 2017.
· Speed checks in Manorbier would be undertaken in the next few weeks.

· The land in front and alongside Lydstep bus stop (see item 137/16) did not belong to anybody and so yellow lines could not yet be painted on this land. However, PCC had asked if MCC would wish to contribute toward the costs of road resurfacing at this location. Cllr Kidney agreed to seek a quote for this resurfacing work. Cllr Hughes remarked that MCC received very few requests for support from residents of Lydstep and therefore asked the Clerk to add this item to the agenda for the December 2016 meeting. 
· The painting of double yellow lines in the Jameston bus bays would be undertaken.
· Cow Park Farm: hearing took place on 4 October 2016 and tenant’s notice to leave was upheld. Farm likely to be re-Let.
· Poles would be installed on the new pavement on either side of St James’s Place, Jameston, to help prevent large vehicle damage to the pavement.

· PCC looking at survey results and governance arrangements for the proposed changes and move to trust status of leisure centres, museums, etc.


County Cllr Kidney was thanked for his helpful monthly update.

Action Tracking: To receive updates on the following matters;
a) Speed restrictions in Manorbier – see item 154/16 above.

b) Jameston Play Area – Clerk thanked Cllr John Williams for his latest inspection reports. News was still awaited from PCC as to the regularity of their inspections and whether there was a need for Cllr Chiffi and Cllr John Williams to continue to undertake their weekly inspections. Cllr Marcia Kidney had sent an update. Firstly, it appeared that MCC could not apply for a Public Space Protection Order at the play area but PCC had encouraged use of appropriate signs. Cllr Marcia Kidney will report on quotes for signs at the next meeting and encourage visits from the PCC dog warden periodically. Cllr John Williams reported that the picnic table had been moved and wrenched out of its position despite it being anchored down. This exposed sharp bars. Cllr John Williams and Cllr Haynes had re-secured the table. Cllr Haynes asked if the Police had been informed of this criminal damage. Cllr Terry Williams suggested that the local PCSO be informed. Cllr Hughes and County Cllr Kidney agreed to inform Andrew Griffiths, PCSO. Cllr Hughes suggested that the picnic table be concreted and chained in position. Cllr Terry Williams proposed that Cllr John Williams and Cllr Haynes be asked to undertake this work (continuing their existing work for MCC at the play area). Seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – 6 in favour, 2 abstentions (Cllr John Williams and Cllr Haynes). Cllr Hughes mentioned that he had been approached by parents and another councillor about the proposed installation of a stile at the Meadow Road entrance to Jameston Play Area. Concerns had been expressed about accessing the play area by parents with push chairs. Cllr Hughes felt that MCC should revisit its plans for installation of a stile and leave the access as it is at present but continue to monitor the position. Cllr Hall considered that the last thing MCC wanted to do was alienate elderly residents and parents with children on this matter and proposed that the access (kissing gate) be left as it is for the time being. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour. 

At this point in the meeting (8.10pm), Members voted (all in favour) to go out of Full Council session to allow a member of the public to speak.

At 8.15pm, Cllr Long proposed that Full Council return to Full Council session. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour. Cllr John Williams suggested that Richard Lindsay be contacted about the condition of his piece of land at the play area. This followed a member of the public raising concerns. County Cllr Kidney was asked to approach Mr Lindsay about the matter.

To receive an update and consider a donation request in respect of Skrinkle Play Area, Manorbier. No update or donation request received. Cllr Hall thanked Andrea Thomas and her colleagues for helping out at the recent MUFC Bonfire Night event, including promoting the event and making up raffle prizes.

To approve the purchase of Christmas trees (3) for Manorbier, Manorbier Newton and Jameston. Cllr Hughes agreed to source three large Christmas trees from the usual supplier and to pick them up (near Cardigan) and bring them back at his own cost. Cllr Hughes confirmed that the Precept allowed a budget of £250 for the three Christmas trees. Cllr Willcocks proposed that MCC purchase 3 Christmas trees for the MCC area. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour.

To approve the following outstanding invoices for payment;

a) RBL Poppy Appeal – poppy wreath - £27.00
b) Manorbier United FC – bonfire night event insurance costs - £146.00 (retrospective - see also MCC approval at 140/16). Clerk asked Cllr Hall to send to him relevant paperwork for audit records.
c) Richard Hughes – Ethernet cable extension for MCC use at Green Grove - £15.75 Cllr Hughes declared a Personal Interest in this item.
d) I P Morris - office costs: printer ink - £13.52. 
Cllr Terry Williams proposed that all these payments be approved and asked Cllr Hall to provide the Clerk with relevant paperwork in respect of the event insurance payment. Seconded by Cllr Long. Vote taken – all in favour.

To consider any Emergency Items and/or Outstanding Issues before Full Council. 

Clerk reported that Cllr Chiffi and Cllr McClelland would be bringing forward an item on MCC’s use of Social Media at the next (December 2016) Full Council meeting. 


Cllr John Williams reported that he had spoken to a neighbour about the removal of a caravan from land next to Wynd Hill Farm. Members agreed this was now an eyesore. County Cllr Kidney agreed to investigate. Cllr Hine said that there was also a water leak on to the road at this location. Members thought that this was from a horse trough.


Cllr Hughes thanked members of the public for attending and said that the next meeting of Full Council would be on 5 December 2016.

The public left the room at this point (8.26pm) following Cllr Hughes’s announcement that the following items were to be discussed in Confidential session.
No resolution to move into confidential session was made and therefore the following discussions will be Minuted as part of the open session. This requirement was confirmed by the Monitoring Officer at PCC.

Complaint against Community Councillors. Cllr Hughes reported that a local resident had made a complaint against 4 Members of MCC. Clerk said he had acknowledged the complaint and sent a copy of MCC’s Complaints Procedure (adopted by MCC on 4 October 2010) to the complainant and highlighted that the Public Services Ombudsman for Wales could also be contacted. Clerk said that these discussions would form part of Stage 1 of the internal complaints procedure. Cllr Hughes outlined Stage 2 and Stage 3 of the MCC Complaints Procedure. Clerk read out the complaint against each councillor in full and sought their views on the complaints made, to enable him to respond to the complainant at this stage. Each councillor provided full and factual comments against each of the individual complaints made against them. Clerk thanked Members for their comments which would form part of his response to the complainant.

Cllr Willcocks left the room at this point (8.59pm).

Sale of Corner House land, Jameston. Cllr Hughes reported that the Clerk, Cllr Terry Williams and he had met with Messrs Griffiths and Willcocks on 20 October 2016. At that meeting, Messrs Griffiths and Willcocks had outlined their offer for the purchase of the Corner House land and this was subsequently confirmed in an email. This offer was as discussed at the September 2015 meeting of MCC in Confidential session (144/15). Clerk said that MCC’s legal costs (as confirmed by Red Kite Law LLP) would be around £600 plus VAT plus disbursements. After a brief discussion, Cllr Long proposed that MCC accept the offer as set out at item 144/15 for Corner House land and which also included payment of MCC legal costs of the sale by Messrs Griffiths and Willcocks and that Red Kite Law LLP act on behalf of MCC in this sale. Seconded by Cllr Haynes. Vote taken – 7 in favour.  

The meeting closed at 9.09pm.
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
