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PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 30th November 2016 at Puncheston School at 7.30 p m.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mr Wyn Williams and Dr Peter Lilley.
2. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 26th October 2016 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) PUNCHESTON VILLAGE GREEN. Mrs Alison Evans reported that she and some of the pupils of Puncheston School had planted daffodil and tulip bulbs in the two flower beds.
(b) TREES OBSTRUCTING HIGHWAY VISIBILITY. The Clerk reported that he had sent an email to the Clerk of Scleddau Community Council regarding the trees obstructing highway visibility at Kilos Kane, Trecwn.
4.Highway Matters.
(a) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMP. The Clerk had received an email from Alison Evans on 15th November regarding street lamp 803/396 at Sunny View, Little Newcastle not working. He had reported the lamp to Pembs County Council Service Line on that day.
5. Planning.

Pembs CC 16/0837/PA. County Councillor Bob Kilmister declared an interest in that he was a friend of the applicants and left the meeting whilst the item was considered. Change of use of part of an outbuilding to a holiday let at The Old Store, Lower Puncheston, Little Newcastle. Members supported the application.

It was proposed by Dewi Lewis, seconded by Anne Thomas and agreed that a precept of £2,200.00 should be requested for 2017/18 in the light of the facts that the balance in hand on 1st April 2016 had been £1,593.15, the projected balance in hand on 31st March 2017 would be £1,199.68, the projected expenditure for 2016/17 would be £2,831.68 and based on the budget agreed.
