PLAY AREA IN LLAWHADEN

Following a further telephone call, made by Mrs. M. Bradley to Mr. N. McCarthy, the frame and base for the set of swings are now in place in the play area in Llawhaden.
REPORT OF OIL SPILLAGE ON ROAD NEAR SYCAMORES, LLAWHADEN
A local resident reported that there was a strong smell of oil seeping through the hedge near the grass verge at Sycamores, Llawhaden.  This was reported to Pembrokeshire County Council, who responded by sending a Highways Team to the area to investigate.

SALT BINS

The salt bins for Robeston Wathen  (road leading to Abystree ) and the road leading to Cotland Mill cottage in Llawhaden are now in place. The cost for the purchase of these bins is £288, it was decided to pay this bill.

FLOODING AT OLD MILL LLAWHADEN

Mr. Freeman of Old Mill , Llawhaden left a telephone message for Mrs. Bradley explaining that the debris from the clearance of the ditches in this area had been left on the roadside.  The passing traffic had pushed this debris back into the ditches, therefore causing a blockage.

Mrs. M. Bradley contacted Pembrokeshire County Council, outlining this problem and also explained that the properties in this area have been flooded in the past. The response from Pembrokeshire County Council was that the ditches would be cleared and the debris removed.
Mr. Freeman was advised of this action and response.
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UPDATE ON SPEEDING IN ROBESTON WATHEN

Mr. Oliver of Robeston Wathen, was advised of the latest update regarding this issue.

MESSAGE FROM MRS BODFISH, REGARDING MINUTES OF MEETING

COMPLAINT REGARDING SPEEDING IN LLAWHADEN

Mrs. Ault, of Llawhaden telephoned to complain about the speeding issue in Llawhaden on the road leading from Castle View Nursing Home to the village. As she has two school children and there is no pavement on this stretch of road, she was concerned about the speed of traffic.

Her concerns were presented at the meeting, along with other complaints.

LETTER OF COMPLAINT REGARDING SPEEDING IN LLAWHADEN

A letter of complaint has been received,  outlining the concern of the speed of traffic travelling from Castle View Nursing Home towards the village.  A dog was hit by a speeding car from this Nursing Home.  When the stretch of road leading to the Nursing Home was resurfaced the traffic calming strip across the road was not replaced. There are 16 schoolchildren travelling on this stretch of road, which does not have a pavement.  Also, patients from this Home walk along this road as well as visitors to the Castle. It was suggested that Pembrokeshire County Council should be advised of this issue and request that traffic calming should be considered for this area.
