LLANDDEWI VELFREY COMMUNITY COUNCIL

The Companies who are tendering for this contract need to know what is necessary to enhance this village.

Mrs. M. Bradley advised that any necessary work  that is needed for their Village Hall should be a priority e.g. redecoration, disabled toilets, new furniture.

Any new equipment needed for a play area, benches and flower troughs to enhance the village.  Hand rails or ramps that may be needed in uneven areas.

Also speed issues that may need attention and bus shelters if required.
