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AMBLESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Ambleston Community Council was held on Monday 24th March 2014 at the Memorial Hall, Woodstock commencing at 7.30 p m.

1. Apologies.

There were no apologies.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) COMMUNITY COUNCIL WEBSITE. The Clerk had successfully completed the Town and Community Councils Website Training Course and Ambleston Community Council now has its own website. All Members names are shown on the ‘Contacts’ list and the e-mail address for each Member is shown as amblestoncc@btinternet.com. All Members agreed to this. The website can be accessed at http://www.pembstcc.co.uk/home and then selecting from the list of Community Councils or selecting from the North East section of the map.
(b) SECONDARY EDUCATION. Julian Harries had attended a meeting regarding the future of secondary education in the Haverfordwest area and he gave a short report.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) The Clerk to check all highway matters reported at the February meeting to see whether the potholes and blocked drains have been attended to. If necessary the potholes and blocked drains are to be reported once again to the Service Line.
(b) Two street lamps are alight during the day near Berllan, Woodstock.
(c) POTHOLES on the Parcywern to Ambleston Cross Roads road and a large pothole near the entrance lane to New House Farm on the Cornel Bach to Cwarre Duon road.


(b) and (c) to be reported to the Pembs County Council Service Line.

5. Planning.

A Planning Application for the Formation of detached annexe (Class C2) to existing nursing home at Parc Y Llyn Nursing Home, Ambleston. Planning permission for a similar development at this site was granted in 2010, planning reference 09/0689/PA. Bryn Vaughan declared an interest due to the fact that a number of his family members are working at Parc Y Llyn. The following observations were made:-
(i) There is no lift shown on the plans. If this is a nursing home for elderly residents surely a lift is required to take residents to the first floor.

(ii) There is no external fire escape from the first floor shown on the plans.

(iii) If this is an annexe to the existing nursing home, why is there a need to have a separate new entrance to the highway?

(iv) There is no proper roadway between the new detached annexe and the existing nursing home.

It was proposed by John Griffiths, seconded by Kevin Morris and agreed not to support or object to the application but to include the aforementioned observations in the reply to the Development Management Section. The Clerk to check the website documentation of this application prior to replying.
6. Annual Dinner.
It was agreed to hold the Annual Dinner at the Cross Inn, Clarbeston Road on Friday 25th April 2014. The Clerk to arrange.
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7. Correspondence.
(a) VAT REFUND. The Clerk reported that £12.00 VAT refund had been paid into the Community Council’s bank account via BACS.

Councillor Howlett reported that a request had been made by Ambleston residents for more plants at the location of the speed limit signs between Headlands and Ambleston.
