7. Public Toilet – reopening arrangements.

8. St Davids Land Trust Development 

Cllr. Hale is concerned that the final scheme makes no mention of replacing the St. Davids swimming pool, instead there may be a hotel budget complex that would affect the local accommodation providers.  Cllr. Cotton was able to update the Council that an option on adjacent land had been sold to Premier Inn by the family who owns the land.  The Community Land Trust has had nothing to do with this agreement.  Plans are well in place for the CLT housing element.  If the CLT can make enough money from the land it might be possible to reinstate the pool on a different site.

Cllr Cotton will have to be replaced as the LCC representative on its Board as he will not be returning to the Community Council.
