Meeting of Full Council held at Jameston Village Hall, Jameston
Monday 3 July 2017 – 7.00pm.
MINUTES

Present: Cllr Ray Hughes (Chair), Cllr Chris Haynes (Vice-Chair), Cllr Rob Hall, Cllr Paul Hannon, Cllr Marcia Kidney, Cllr John Long, Cllr John Williams and Ian Morris (Clerk and Proper Officer). County Councillor Phillip Kidney was also present.
Public participation took place between 7.04pm and 7.22pm. Various matters in Manorbier Newton were discussed. 
At this point, the Clerk began taping the meeting, in line with MCC policy, using a digital voice recorder, to aid drafting of the Minutes. No other video or audio recording was permitted.

Apologies for absence: Cllr Lynda Parker.

To receive any declarations of interest: Cllr Haynes declared a Personal and Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 15 (b) – Jameston Play Area; inspections and other work. Cllr Hall declared a Personal and Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 6 (a) – Planning: NP/17/0311/FUL. Cllr Williams declared a Personal and Prejudicial Interest in agenda items 15 (b) and item 16 (b) – Invoices received after publication of the agenda. Cllr Haynes (later in the meeting) also declared a Personal and Prejudicial Interest in agenda item 16 (b).
            Cllr Hughes reminded Members that, if at any point in the meeting they felt they had a Personal Interest or Personal and Prejudicial Interest in any item not already declared, they were to inform the Chair or Clerk immediately.

To approve and sign as a true and correct record the Draft Minutes of the Full Council Meeting held on 5 June 2017. Cllr Long proposed that the draft Minutes of the Full Council  Meeting held on 5 June 2017 be accepted as a true and correct record. Seconded by Cllr Hannon.  Vote taken – 6 in favour, 1 abstention. Cllr Hughes signed the Minutes.

Matters Arising from the Full Council Meeting held on 5 June 2017. Clerk reported that Network Rail (NR) had emailed MCC to confirm that Arriva Trains Wales (ATW) needed to be contacted about car parking at Manorbier Station, as they managed the station and associated car parks. County Cllr Kidney was asked to contact ATW again. Clerk agreed to copy to County Cllr Kidney the email from NR. 
Clerk also reported that he had yet to hear confirmation from South Ridgeway Community Association about the exact costs of the insurance for the ‘Manorfest Fun Day’ on 11 August 2017. Cllr Hall agreed to chase up. 

At this point, Cllr Hughes asked the Clerk to erase the tape recording of the MCC Meeting held on 5 June 2017. Clerk actioned.

To receive and consider any correspondence. Clerk summarised some of the key items of correspondence including;
· Various emails from Manorbier United Football Club (MUFC) including a request for funding for the purchase of a roller or for the football pitches to be rolled and confirmation that the North sports field gate was not broken. Clerk was asked to contact Richard Mason for a quote for rolling. MUFC had also asked for grass cuttings to be picked up after cutting. Richard Mason had now agreed to do so.

· PLANED/PAVS/Pembrokeshire County Council (PCC) event entitled ‘Working Together to Build a Stronger Pembrokeshire’ to be held on 21 July 2017 in Letterston.

· One Voice Wales (OVW) newsletter incorporating a Model Local Resolution Protocol for Town and Community Councils. This would cover low level complaints from Members against Members. Full Council agreed to consider at the September 2017 meeting.

· Newsletter from Angela Burns AM. MCC agreed to display in Jameston Village Hall. Clerk was asked to write to Angela Burns inviting her to hold surgeries in Jameston Village Hall.

· Email from PCC confirming that the Pembrokeshire review of Electoral Arrangements will commence on 31 July 2017.

· Email from Cllr Williams about a leaning wall adjacent to Manorbier Play Park. Clerk had informed PCC accordingly.  
· OVW AGM to be held in Builth Wells on 30 September 2017.

· Letter from Welsh Government (WG) highlighting workshops on higher activity radioactive waste management and disposal.

· Hywel Dda consultation documents, including events and questionnaires, on transforming clinical and mental health services. Full Council agreed to consider completing the questionnaires at the September 2017 meeting. Cllr Haynes took one hard copy of the documents.
Other correspondence was brought forward and taken as noted. Cllr Hughes suggested that the Clerk be contacted if any Member wished to see the specific details of any items of correspondence discussed.

To receive and consider the following planning applications, licence applications and other  

             notices;




Cllr Hall left the room at this point (7.36pm).
a) NP/17/0311/FUL – Fish and Chip Shop at Manorbier Country Park, Manorbier SA70 7SN. Cllr Hughes confirmed that PCNPA had sent confirmation that the fish and chip shop would only be open to residents of the Country Park between 4pm and 10pm. Cllr Hughes also confirmed  that one member of the public had sent comments. These were read out. Members noted that the application related to a building and not a mobile outlet. Cllr Hannon highlighted the need for the planning authority to be satisfied that the sale of takeaway foods be to residents only. Cllr Long considered that this improvement to the Park should be welcomed and proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Haynes. Vote taken – 5 in favour, 1 abstention.

Cllr Hall returned to the room at this point (7.43pm).


b) NP/17/0369/TPO – 1x Ash Tree – Proposed Crown Reduction – Park Farm Holiday Park, Manorbier SA70 7SU. Cllr Haynes proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Marcia Kidney. Vote taken – all in favour.
c) Other Notices were noted by Full Council.
105/17
To receive and consider the Financial Statement from 13 May 2017 to 13 June 2017 and the Budget Monitoring Report for the First Quarter of 2017/18. Clerk had handed out copies of the Financial Statement at the start of the meeting. Financial Statement showed that the opening balance on the Community Account at the start of the period was £5,567.73 and that transactions totalling £2,976.94 had cleared the account. Two cheques totalling £45.00 remained unpresented at 13 June 2017. The balance of the Business Premium Account (BPA) stood at £24,803.97. Cllr Hall proposed that the Financial Statement be accepted as a true and accurate record of MCC’s financial position. Seconded by Cllr Marcia Kidney. Vote taken – all in favour. After scrutiny of the budget monitoring report, Cllr Haynes proposed that this be accepted. Seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – all in favour.

To receive and consider the County Councillor’s Report. County Cllr Phillip Kidney provided the following updates;

· PCNPA held a site visit at Buttyland Caravan and Camping Park that morning. A decision on their planning application (discussed at June 2017 meeting) was expected during the first week of August.

· He had spoken with John Price, PCC, about outstanding traffic works in the area. Mr Price had also mentioned the traffic speed indicator signs proposed in Jameston and Manorbier and has suggested 3 poles be erected at the agreed locations for the signs but that one mobile sign be provided that can be moved between the various locations. This sign could also be turned around to face the other direction. This mobile sign would have maximum impact.
· Yellow lines and tarmacing at Lydstep bus shelter would be undertaken shortly and hedges at Beavers Hill would be trimmed back soon.

· He had also applied for some bins at Manorbier beach.

· County Cllr Kidney and Cllr Hall agreed to visit Manorbier Newton later that week to look at some of the issues raised during Public Participation session. 

County Cllr Kidney was thanked for his monthly update.

To consider and agree MCC’s Summer Recess for 2017. Cllr Hannon proposed that MCC’s summer recess be August 2017. Seconded by Cllr Marcia Kidney. Vote taken – all in favour.

To consider and approve the commencement of a Casual Vacancy process for MCC’s Wards. Clerk confirmed he had spoken with PCC’s electoral services office (Sian Waters) and they had confirmed that MCC could advertise for Co-option without the need for any petition for an election, as no councillor had resigned since the Local Government elections. After a brief discussion, Cllr Long proposed that MCC commence the Casual Vacancy process (4 vacancies) with a deadline for applications of 31 July 2017. Seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – all in favour.

To consider and approve a further response (if any) to PCC on the Notice Relating to Application for a Modification of the Definitive Map and Statement: Meadow Road to Kiln House Lane, Jameston. A site visit had been undertaken with Matt Cloud, PCC, ahead of the Full Council meeting. Cllr Hughes summarised the discussions, including process and timescales. The applicant needed to prove use of the proposed Public Right of Way for the last 20 years. If approved, dogs could also be taken on the proposed Right of Way through the play area. Cllr Hall suggested that photographs be taken to show that there was no beaten track or erosion across the play area. Cllr Hannon thought the proposal to take dogs through the play area was disgraceful particularly as there were plenty of other walks nearby and throughout Pembrokeshire. Cllr Hannon added that MCC should resist the proposal as strongly as possible and that PCC be encouraged to take the decision making process to Cabinet, as if agreed, it would set a precedent for establishing a Right of Way across children’s play areas and thus allowing dogs to enter these areas. Cllr Haynes considered that the dog walkers want to let their dogs off the leads in the play area whilst sitting on the bench provided. In addition, Richard Lindsay, the landowner of a small strip of land at the entrance to the play area also needed to be informed by PCC. County Cllr Kidney agreed to send Mr Lindsay’s address to the Clerk for onward transmission to PCC. Cllr Hall said that the applicants were putting dogs before the safety of children. Cllr Hughes proposed that MCC submit a Freedom of Information request to PCC to ask how many other play areas in Pembrokeshire have a public Right of Way through them and thus allow dogs in the play areas. Cllr Hall proposed that this FoI request be submitted to PCC. Seconded by Cllr Haynes. Vote taken – all in favour. Members considered locking the gate from Meadow Road but decided against this course of action. Cllr Hannon also suggested writing to the Public Health Office for Wales or Hywel Dda explaining the position.

To review and approve MCC’s Fixed Assets Register. A copy of the current Fixed Assets Register was handed out to and considered by Members. A further valuation of MCC’s land was not proposed at this time. Cllr Hannon proposed that the MCC Fixed Assets Register as at 3 July 2017 be accepted as a true record. Seconded by Cllr Long. Vote taken – all in favour.

To discuss and approve the commissioning of two dog waste signs for Manorbier beach. Members agreed to defer discussions on this item until the September 2017 meeting by which time PCNPA may have re-erected their signs.


At this point (8.10pm), Cllr Hannon left the room and the meeting.

To discuss and approve a donation request from Citizens Advice Pembrokeshire. Council praised the work and professionalism of Citizens Advice Pembrokeshire and Cllr Hall proposed that a donation be made to them. Seconded by Cllr Haynes. Vote taken – 6 in favour. Cllr Long proposed that the donation be £100. Seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – 6 in favour.

Cllr Haynes and Cllr Williams left the room at this point (8.13pm).

b) Jameston Play Area – the latest inspection reports from Cllr Williams were noted. The picnic table and bench had now been secured in concrete and chained. Matting around the slide had been cleaned with a stiff brush. Cllr Williams had also noted the need to trim back hedges in the autumn. 
Cllr Haynes and Cllr Williams returned to the room at this point (8.15pm).

c) Re-surfacing of land/painting of yellow lines in front and adjacent to Lydstep Bus Stop/Jameston bus stop – see item 106/17 above.
d) Installation of traffic speed sign and rumble strips on the approach to Jameston from the

Pembroke direction. See item 106/17 above.
e) Public footpath SP23/9 – Park Farm, Manorbier to Bush Terrace, Jameston; request to fully open up to the public. No update received as yet from PCC.
