School crossing point, Spring Gardens.  Cllr Walters had spoken to County Cllr Morse about the problems at this location and whilst County Cllr Morse agrees with Cllr Walters proposals to make the crossing point safer, County Cllr Morse felt that it should go through County Cllr Dennis as this is in his area.  County Cllr Dennis stated that he has passed the information on to Darren Thomas and is awaiting a reply.

Bus Stop, Moorfield Road.  Cllr Walters stated that the Bus stop is in need of a repaint.  Until the sale of the old CP School has been decided, it is unlikely that any work will be carried out on the bus stop.  Whilst Cllr Walters asked for the mosaic to be kept, Mr Barry Cooke explained that it was unlikely that the tiles could be removed in one piece as they are fixed directly onto concrete.
g)
Angel Hotel.  The Clerk was asked to contact Brains to see if they could tidy up the Angel Inn as it is an eyesore in the High Street.  The Council are aware that the Angel is up for lease, but would like something done to the building in the interim.  County Cllr Dennis stated that he has written to Brains regarding the Angel and is awaiting a reply.

Friends of Narberth Old CP School.  Cllr Rees informed members that the Friends are keeping the momentum going and have contacted PAVS and PLANED for funding under the Rural Development Fund.  Mr Barry Cooke stated that he would forward a copy of the bat and asbestos report to the Clerk.   Cllr Rees stated that a Bat and Owl Belfry has been added to the Friends’ plan to encourage the bats and owls.  A meeting has been organised for Tuesday evening with the Cabinet member for Economy, the Friends and County Cllr Dennis.
