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d. Playing Field – Financial Support.

The Clerk/RFO advised that the PCC had now withdrawn all financial support for playing field maintenance and upkeep, from all Community and Town Councils.

He suggested that this Council create a reserve fund to provide support to ongoing costs for this Community.
After discussion it was proposed by W G Cridland and seconded by Miss N Davies, that the ‘Community Amenity Contingency Fund’ be set up with a reserve  of £3000 to be earmarked from existing funds of the Council. 

The fund could give support where unplanned work became necessary.  The fund would not finance capital expenditure. The Clerk/RFO recommended that the fund be reviewed each year when setting the annual budget and precept.
