Minutes.
The minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 14 August 2017 and the monthly meeting held on 24 July 2017 had been circulated to members. 

Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings.


Matters Arising:-

1. Lamphey and Hodgeston Churchyards. Since Mr White wasn’t present and the matter has been in the minutes for a while, Ms Vince referred to the Clerk who explained that it was concerning funding from the Community Council for the churchyards. This was one of several payments made annually to various local organisations. Concern was expressed about the justification for these payments.
Resolved.  To consider the aims of Lamphey Community Council for this year at the next meeting so that future funding decisions could be made in this context.
2. Lamphey Web Site. The un-presented cheque has now been written back through the books.
3.  HMRC re PAYE system. Mr Tunstall advised the meeting that his Accountants Harris Bassett would carry out the necessary work including issuing payslips and P60 at the end of the financial year at a cost of £12.50 per month.

Resolved. Harris Bassett be authorised to carry out this work. Proposed by Mr Tunstall and seconded by Mr Skeels and agreed by all Members.
4. Defibrillator Notices of locations.  A specimen of the sign was shown to Members and the signs are anticipated to be ready on 6 October 2017.
5. Updated assessment of the spend of monies given to the Village by the developers of the new estate.  The meeting was informed that the play area element matter was currently in PCC’s hands. Mr Tunstall asked that his email be forwarded 
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to all Members regarding the proposed bursary and Lamphey Post Codes. A letter has been received from Mrs J Colley asking for funding for 8 courses,
Resolved. A reply be sent to Mrs Colley stating that letters will be sent to everyone living in the Lamphey post code area in the near future about the available bursary.

6. New Traffic Order – Proposed waiting restrictions Lamphey. Mrs Hodgson stated that she has been in contact with Mr Darren Thomas at PCC on this matter. It seems that they are reluctant to install yellow parking restriction lines on the road. There should be a multi agency meeting in early November 2017. Mr Skeels asked if permits could be issued.
7. Appointment of Internal Auditor, This matter was discussed.
Resolved. A formal letter of engagement be sent.

8. Cheque Signatories. The matter is progressing and a change of address and contact details authority was received last week. This has been completed and returned. 
9. Training Courses. The Chair stated that all Members should attend “ The Code of Conduct” as a minimum.
10, Review of the Electoral Arrangements for the County of Pembrokeshire. The Chair reported that she had recently attended a meeting on this and it was more focused on County Councillors than Community Councillors.
11. Safe Routes and Communities. Mr Parfitt asked if there was any progress on this matter. Mrs Hodgson replied that she will check on progress..

13. Treasurer’s Report.  The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at 13 September 2017 was £10,222.64 and this included receipt of the 2nd precept instalment. A request for £120 petty cash was received. He also asked if agendas and minutes could be sent by email to reduce administration costs.
Resolved. This be paid but in future an application should be made before it reaches this level. Proposed by Mr Tunstall and seconded by Mr Ridout and agreed by all Members. The matter of petty cash be put on next months agenda. In future the minutes of the previous meeting can be sent by email for those who accepted this but agendas still have to be sent by post.
14. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies. Mrs Hodgson stated that the offending car has now been removed. Mr Ridout stated that a One Voice Wales Area Committee meeting is scheduled for tomorrow. Mr Parfitt stated that the next FESCA meeting is planned for this Wednesday and Mr Skeels stated that there hasn’t been a meeting of Lamphey Playing Field Committee lately due to his ill health.

Agenda Items.

36. Fund raising for projects. Mr Tunstall stated that something should be held to bring the whole community together and was a way of fund raising. The Chair stated that this should be planned well in advance. Mrs Hodgson stated that a loneliness conference was taking place this Friday.
Resolved. This item be put on the agenda item for the October 2017 meeting.

37. Visibility on Lamphey Hall bend.  Complaints have been received about road safety at this location as shrubbery on the inside of the hotel grounds and growth on the road side of the wall is reducing the visibility especially coming from the Church side of the village.

Resolved. A letter be sent to the owners asking if the shrubbery and growth can be cut back.

38. Notice Boards in Lamphey.   Lamphey Community Council notice board is very hard to access. Mr Skeels stated that he will look into this matter agan when he is back n work.
39. Bursary Approval.  This has been approved by Sinead in PCC who would pick the post codes. Mr Tunstall stated that the bursary would improve people’s education and quality of life. The application should be for a course run by an approved training provider and the applicant would have to pay the deposit and LCC would then pay the balance up to 50% and a limit of £500 as proposed by Mr Hodgson. Every case would be considered on its merit. It was anticipated that letters would be hand delivered in the Lamphey post code area. 
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40. To establish/re-establish the Freshwater East Liaison Committee. One Voice Wales has advised that this group be re-established as an advisory committee with defined terms of reference. The present Committee meet 3 times a year Mr Skeels stated that each organisation should be limited to 1 Member and all Community Councillors should be a Member. Any decisions made would have to go to full Council for approval. Mrs Hodgson stated that it should be extended to allow other formal groups to attend. The purpose of this Committee is to share information from groups and other interested parties active in Freshwater East with the focus on Freshwater Bay and Burrows.

Resolved.  In future this Committee will be known as an advisory Committee to the Council with defined terms of reference that will be confirmed at the October Council meeting and the dates for the 2018 meetings will be determined later in the year,
41. Local Government Administration tenth Edition.  The Chair advised Members that she has recently purchase this reference book Mr Skeels stated that she should be reimbursed for this.

Resolved. The Chair be reimbursed. Proposed by Mr Skeels and seconded Mr Ridout and agreed by all Members. This matter be put on next month’s agenda for ratification.
