1. Minutes
The Minutes of the Community Council meeting held on the 6th July, 2017, were read and approved.  Proposed by Cllr. Brigit Thurstan and seconded by Cllr. Rob Smith.
2. Matters Arising
· Future of Trefin Village Hal. 
The Presbyterian Church of Wales has responded to the enquiry about the proposed rent for the village hall  - £1000 per year plus share of insurance and bills.   The Councillors discussed if the Community Council should retain the rent and manage the village hall.  The estimated cost of keeping the hall for community use was in the region of £1500 per year.  The Clerk was asked to contact Mr. Neil Poulton to offer £750 per year and to find out how long a lease is envisaged.   Cllrs. C Prior, Rob and Brigit offered to caretake the room and run a booking system if the hall was run for the community.  There would be no use of the areas currently shared with the Hostel, ie the toilets and hallway. The Hostel would be invited to use the room for a fee.  The CC would pay a meeting fee as would other users, the amount to be determined.  In the region of £400 is generated in income per year at present.  The CC is keen to keep the hall as a village resource as it was part of a large refurbishment investment funded and driven by the people of Trefin in the early nineties. Accessibility would need to be looked at to make the hall fully accessible.  Councillors reported that the local community  as a whole want to keep the village hall for local use.  

· Risk Assessments/Maintenance etc. The Clerk was asked to assess and update the existing risk assessments.
· Development site adj Bank House.  The Clerk had acquired a copy of the Title WA804965 and 
was asked to find out if the Deeds are lodged with the bank.  No-one was available to attend the design meeting in Cardiff on the 17th August.
· 20 mph speed limit through Trefin village.  Cllr. N Prior has discussed this with PCC who are prepared to put sensor strips in place to find out how fast the traffic is going through Trefin village.  Sensors to be put opposite the car park exit initially and opposite the Atramont Arms on the A487.   Proposed by Cllr. Chris Prior and seconded by Cllr. P Brown.
