Minutes.
The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 18 December 2017 and the special meeting held on 8 January 2018 had been circulated to members. 

Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings.


1. Treasurer’s Report.  The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at 13 January 2018 was £11,707.64. This is after the receiving the 3rd instalment of the precept.
2. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies. Mr Parfitt stated that the next FESCA meeting is scheduled for tomorrow. Mr Ridout gave a detailed report on the OVW meeting held on 16 January 2018. Amongst the items discussed were the Local Government Review, Town and Community Council Liaison Group, 2nd home levy, The Charter, OVW Training, Planning issues and Councillor Allowances.
The 2nd home levy could create more income for Town and Community Councils.

A meeting of Lamphey Village Hall was held recently but unfortunately Mr Skeels reported that he was unable to attend. Mrs Hodgson and Mr Ridout attended this meeting and stated that there was nothing to report except the illegal parking again of a taxi. Mr Ridout stated that the next Governor’s meeting of Lamphey School is scheduled for March 2018. 
3. Review of Highway safety in the 3 Villages. A discussion took place on this important issue. Mrs Hodgson stated that safe routes is a matter for Lamphey School to be involved in and the Head has been very active lately with regard to parking problems. Amongst the other items discussed were Lamphey Church Wall, speeding on the Ridgeway Road, Chapel Lane, speeding in Hodgeston, The consideration of a roadside footpath/pavement was discussed from the crossroads at the top of Trewent Hill in Freshwater East along Portclew Road and along the B4584 to join up at Westhill Farm. 
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson chase PCC for a copy of the minutes of the Multi Agency meeting. A working group consisting of Mrs Hodgson, Mr Ridout and Mr Skeels look into this matter of highway safety and report back to the next meeting. 
4. Bursary Update. Applications for a bursary have so far been received from the following:-

Mr Skeels stated that he didn’t see why the Community Council should pay a bursary for someone who’s already running their own business.

Resolved.  The applications be scanned and emailed to all Members and the matter be discussed again at the next meeting.
5. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting. There were no training sessions or meetings attended by Members since the December 2017 monthly meeting.
6. To adopt model financial regulations. Since not all the Members were present it was decided to defer this matter. The Chair stated that Lamphey Community Council could even set up a Finance Committee.

7. Code of Conduct Training. Replies have been received from Cosheston Community Council and Claire Jones Monitoring Officer for PCC. Claire states that she would be willing to provide Code of Conduct training and asked that the neighbour authorities be also invited to attend. She would like the Community Council to provide say 3 dates and also power point facilities.
Resolved.  Since the training would require a larger room than our Meeting Room and the main hall is nearly always used in the evening, then the possibility of holding a training session at the Longhouse in Freshwater East in March 2018 be considered.
8.Risk Assessment. This matter was discussed.

Resolved.  Mr Ridout deal with this matter and report back to the next meeting.
9. Planning:-

Resolved.  No objection be made.
