i) 5 North End, Trefin – 1 x Ash Tree – removal of large limb overhanging neighbour’s garden. No adverse comment.
ii) NP/17/0559/FUL:  Brynhedydd, Penparc – demolition of existing side extension (store room) to north elevation and construction of new single storey extension to north and east elevations to provide additional living accommodation.   Removal of chimney to north elevation and construction of porch to south elevation.  No adverse comment.










iii)  NP/17/0714/FUL:  Bank House, 11 Ffordd yr Afon, Trefin – demolition of existing structures and provide 3 new 3 storey 4 bedroom detached dwellings with associated external works.   Cllr. D Skates declared a personal interest.  Cllr. Brigit Thurstan proposed that the Community Council objects to the application on the grounds of amenity (visual impact and scale of buildings) and access through existing residential development.  There were concerns about the impact on native vernacular given that the development is in a conservation area.   Seconded by Cllr. Rob Smith. All in favour.
            With regard to the dispute about the ownership of the footpath the Council would endeavour to
            get copies of older deeds for the playing field plot for the next meeting from the Presbyterian 
            Church of Wales to compare with the existing Llanrhian Community Council deeds on the 
            adjacent land and to get the title map from the Land Registry for Mr. Gambolds plot.
