Resolved.  Clarification has been received from PCC and the 2 vacancies be advertised. Mrs Hodgson purchase a picture prior to the next meeting and this be presented to Mr White together with a letter thanking him for his services to the community over a long period of time.

Minutes.
The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 26 March 2018 and the Planning Meeting held on 9 April 2018 had been circulated to members. 

Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings.


1. Treasurer’s Report.  The Treasurer gave Members a print out of the income and expenditure for 2017/18. The bank balance at 31 March 2018 was £7,920.84 but 2 cheques banked prior to that date hadn’t cleared so the balance would have been £7,241.12. The bank balance at 13 April 2018 was £7,036.12.
2. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies.  Mr Skeels stated that a recent Lamphey Village Hall meeting had been held and there was nothing to report. He also stated that with regards to Lamphey Playing Field a contractor Mr Boot of Lydstep is going to spray the field. Mr Ridout attended an OVW all day meeting at Llanelwedd in March 2018 and gave Members a summary of the meeting. OVW will be issuing minutes of the meeting in due course. 
3. Review of Highway safety in the 3 Villages.  Mrs Hodgson stated that Lamphey School is in the process of developing plans which will then go to Welsh Government for approval.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson arrange a site meeting with PCC to walk the village to look at various problem areas.

4. Bursary Update. No further correspondence has been received from the original 4 applicants. An email has been received from Judy Thomas stating that her course could cost between £3 and £500 and she is trying to fit this in with her work schedule. Mr Tunstall produced a further letter to go to residents of Lamphey. Time is very important as grant money is only available until February 2019.

Resolved.  An amended letter be sent to the Chair for approval and distribution can then go ahead. Letters be sent to the original applicants asking for a progress report by the May 2018 monthly meeting.
5. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting. There were no training sessions or meetings attended by Members since the March 2018 monthly meeting.
6. Code of Conduct Training.  The Chair reported that that the training was carried out by Claire Jones and only 4 Councillors attended. An email has since been received from Manorbier Community Council apologising for Mr Graham Clark’s non attendance.
7. Planning:-

1) Re-siting of existing site office/reception cabin and retention of existing timber chalet for use as camp site office, equipment shop, laundry room, wifi base, kitchen for provision of hot drinks and light snacks and flood crisis centre Dewslake Farm, Lamphey - 17/0917/PA – Planning permission has been granted.
2)  Extension to patio area and replacement of existing timber decking (Retrospective) Avalon, Trewent Hill, Freshwater East - NP/18/0035/FUL- Planning permission has been granted.

3)  Construction of 3 car garage for private use Freshwater Inn, Jason Road, Freshwater East – NP/18/0055/FUL The applicant has now withdrawn this application.

8. To review our Standing Orders in light of recent changes to our processes and make any changes that are agreed. This matter was again discussed.
Resolved.  The Standing Orders be adopted. Proposed by Mrs Hodgson and seconded by Mr Tunstall and agreed by all Members.
9. 2nd homes in the area.  Mr Ridout gave a report on this matter and it will be 80% funded. There is a Town and Community Council seminar being held in County Hall in Haverfordwest on 16 May 2018 and Sinead will be attending.
Resolved.  Ms Vince, Mr Ridout and Mr Tunstall attend this seminar together with Councillor Hodgson and report back to the May monthly meeting with further details.

10. General Data Protection Regulation. Mr Tunstall stated that his wife could deal with this matter when she is carrying out the Audit.
Resolved.  Since the last date for implementation is the date of the May 2018 monthly meeting then this be an agenda item for the next meeting.
11. Summer 2018 fundraising/community engagement event. Mr Ridout stated that he was awaiting a Planed report and a meeting has been arranged with them for this Thursday.
12. Recommendations/information from the January Freshwater East Joint Liaison Advisory Committee meeting. This matter was discussed and camping and parties have recently been held on the burrows with debris left behind. It was also stated that Hadyn will shortly be leaving the PCNPA and joining the National Trust.
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Resolved.   A letter be sent to PCNPA stating that Hadyn should be replaced as soon as possible and asking for an out of hours contact number for reporting incidents including anti social behaviour. Dyfed-Powys Police be asked if a PSO can increase patrols in the area. 

13. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of the February 2018 Council Meeting that are not agenda items in their own right on this agenda:

A: Mains water supply in FWE. The Clerk informed Members that a phone message had recently been received stating that a copy of the FESCA letter hadn’t been received with the original letter and this has now been sent.
B: Traffic calming in FWE  Mrs Hodgson stated that she is still dealing with this matter.
 14. Replies outstanding:

1) Road in front of Lamphey School. This is now included in Minute 3.

2) Footpath over Lamphey Railway Bridge. It was stated that the footpath was now clean.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson ask PCC if this cleaning is now included in their schedule of works.
15. HMRC re PAYE .  The Clerk informed Members that this matter has now been resolved and a P60 had been issued. The tax due for 2017/18 is £608 and the Clerk will shortly issue a cheque for this amount.
16. Update on S106 funding for Play area and Village Hall. Ms Vince stated that Lamphey School had identified a roundabout as necessary for the play area and this will be purchased in due course. After this has been installed the fence will be erected at a cost of £4.5K.
17. Pothole at the junction of A4139/B4584. Mr Parfitt reported that the necessary remedial work has been carried out.

18.  Lamphey School recent inspection. Mr Ridout stated that recently Lamphey School had a very good Estyn report.
Resolved.  A letter be sent to Lamphey School congratulating them on an excellent inspection.
19. Community and Town Council’s review. It was agreed to defer this matter to the May 2018 meeting,

Resolved.  A letter be sent to OVW asking what is the minimum policies we need to have in place and have they a template.
22. To consider the matters raised by the external auditor for the year ending 31/03/2017. The Chair went through the report with Members.
23. To consider the matters raised by the internal auditor December 2017. This matter was discussed.
Resolved.  An extra copy of all correspondence from today be put on file.
24. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of the March 2018 Council Meeting that are not agenda items in their own right on this agenda:
A: Lamphey Notice Boards. Mr Skeels stated that Mr Richards will install the notice board on the wall at Lamphey Garage in the near future free of charge.

25. PCC Local Development Plan including Candidate Sites. This matter was discussed.
Resolved.  A letter be sent to Mr Guy Thomas asking if the field by Lamphey School can be put forward as a candidate site to include a car park for Lamphey School.

26. PCNPA Deposit Local Development Plan. It was agreed to look at this matter and discuss again at the May 2018 meeting.
