Minutes.
The minutes of the Annual Meeting held on 25 May 2018, the Monthly Meeting held on 25 May 2018 and the Planning Meeting held on 11 June 2018 had been circulated to members. 

Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. 

Mr Tunstall proposed that the minutes of the Annual Meeting were correct and was seconded by Mr Ridout and agreed by all Members.
Mr Parfitt proposed that the minutes of the May 2018 monthly meeting were correct and was seconded by Mr Skeels and agreed by all Members.
Mr Parfitt proposed that the minutes of the June 2018 Planning Meeting were correct and was seconded by Mr Ridout and agreed by all Members.

1. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of previous Council Meetings that are not agenda items in their own rights:-

A) Lamphey Notice Boards. It was reported that the notice board has now been installed.

Resolved.  A letter be sent to Mr Richards thanking him for installing the new notice board.

B) Mains water supply in FWE No reply has been received.
Resolved.  DCWW be chased for a reply.

C)  Lamphey Community Council Policies. Mr Tunstall is still dealing with this matter.
D) Lamphey Church Hall. The Chair has sent a letter of support for their application for grants.
E) Cliff crumbling at Freshwater East. A reply has been received from PCNPA which was read to the Committee, stating that they have arranged for an Independent Consultant to visit the beach and report back to them.
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Resolved.  PCNPA be asked for an update when the Consultant has given his report.
2.Treasurer’s report. The Treasurer reported that the bank balance at 13 June 2018 was £8,633.62 and all cheques issued have been banked.
3. Reports from Representatives on outside bodies.  Mr Skeels reported that the recreation ground had been sprayed. Ms Vince reported that amongst items discussed at a recent FESCA meeting were drinking water, the August craft fair, benches on Trewent Hill , anti social behaviour and problems at Trewent Bungalow.
4. Review of Highway safety in the 3 Villages.  This matter was again discussed and 
it was noted that the Police have carried out patrols near Lamphey School. Mr Ridout 
has forwarded comments to Mrs Hodgson, there was a Governing Body meeting 
tomorrow and the final draft will be forwarded to Sue Lewis at PCC to feed into the safe routes in the communities bid. 
Resolved.  It was agreed to proceed with yellow line parking restrictions on the Bellmouth at Cleggar Park and Mrs Hodgson would take this up with PCC.
5. Bursary Update. Mt Tunstall reported that people have told him that it was nice to see the Community Council doing something to benefit the Community..
6. Feedback from training sessions and workshops and other meetings attended by Councillors since our last meeting.  Ms Vince reported that she had recently attended the Chairing Skills training course and it was commented that the length of time our meetings took was too long.
7.Planning Applications:-
A) 1) Removal of condition 3(1) (timescale for completion of footpath) of planning permission ref 17/0502/PA (Variation of Condition 3 (11)  of appeal decision APP/3157061 - Dewslake Farm, Lamphey – 19/0028/PA – Variation of removal of condition has been granted.
B) Erection of porch extension forming new accessible entrance Lamphey Jubilee Hall, Upper Lamphey Road, Lamphey – 18/0223/PA.
Resolved.  No objection be made. Proposed by Mr Parfitt and seconded by Mrs Hodgson and agreed by all Members.
8. 2nd homes in the area.  A reply has been received from PCNPA stating that the idea of private security patrols in Freshwater East is fine but would have limited enforcement powers. It was suggested that this funding could go towards s village warden (as in Angle) Mr Tunstall suggested security patrols 3-4 times a week from 6 -7pm to 11pm and from April-September. Mr Skeels stated that he didn’t agree with this idea. Mr Ridout stated that it should be at targeted times. 
Resolved.  Mr Tunstall request a price per evening to patrol Freshwater East and expressions of interest be sent to PCC regarding the use of Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant money for:- 
A) Provide channel markings. It is considered essential as people using Jet Skis have no consideration to other bay users.
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B) Community Village Warden.

C) Security patrols.

D) Provision of an outside tap to the toilet block.
Mrs Hodgson investigate details of the Village Warden in Angle.

9. Summer 2018 fundraising/community engagement event. Mr Ridout stated that has had a few meetings with Mr Skeels and Mr Tunstall/ The event will be held in the afternoon/evening of Friday 24 August 2018.
Resolved.  It was agreed to pay invoices for this event up to £500 in total.

10. Recommendations/information from the May Freshwater East Joint Liaison Advisory Committee meeting:

A) Jet skis too close to bay. Mr Skeels reported that on a recent incident when people were acting anti socially and following being spoken to stopped doing so. 
Resolved.  A letter be sent to PCNPA asking if marker buoys were installed could this be covered by their insurance policy.Mrs Hodgson check on byelaw enforcement.
B) Water testing of stream. The matter of testing the water where it discharges into the sea was discussed.
Resolved.  Natural Resourses Wales be asked if they can test at this point.
C) Benches on Trewent Hill in need of repairs. It was reported that the 3 benches on Trewent Hill were in a poor state of repairs.
Resolved.  Mrs Hodgson chase Area Maintenance in PCC to see if they can be repaired or replaced.

D) To appoint an additional resident to the committee. This matter was again discussed.
Resolved.  An advertisement be displayed asking for a resident to become a Member of the Advisory Committee of LCC.
