a) Hywel Dda – Communities Voice on Health and Care consultation feedback.  Received with interest.
b)  Social Housing meeting at Solva – Cllr. Brigit Thurstan attended.   Cllr Bob Kiliminster talked  

     about Second Home ring fenced money for social housing development in the County.  Solva is 
     one of three sites recommended for the first project.  Housing would be built on the football field 
     area with a football pitch reinstated after development. Housing would be of the Ty solar 
     design. In all likelihood these new houses would be offered to existing Solva tenants with a  

     good track record of living well and thoughtfully in social housing. Priority would then be given 
     to Solva residents for the vacated local properties.     There was then a talk given on 
     ChoiceHomes Pembrokeshire and how bands and allocation work.    Following discussion it 
     was decided to try and recommend a change in rural priority criteria from 1 in 3 properties to a 
     2 in 3 weighting of local need against general need. Cllr Mark Carter said he would take the 
     lead on this.
