MANORBIER COMMUNITY COUNCIL (MCC)
Meeting of Full Council held at Jameston Village Hall, Jameston
Monday 2 June 2014
DRAFT MINUTES

Public Participation Session took place from 7.33pm until 7.40pm.  
Present: Cllr Ray Hughes (Chair), Cllr Rob Hall, Cllr Raymond Hine, Cllr Mrs Marcia Kidney, Cllr Peter Kidney, Cllr John Long, Cllr John Williams, Cllr Terry Williams (Vice-chair), Cllr Graham Willcocks and Ian Morris (Clerk and Proper Officer). 
Cllr Hughes reminded Members that the meeting was being taped using a digital voice recorder. 
104/14
To receive any apologies for absence: Cllr Lynda Parker and Cllr Terry John. County Councillor 
Phillip Kidney also gave his apologies. 
105/14
To approve MCC policy on the recording of Full Council meetings. Cllr Hughes reported that 
  it 
had been mentioned to him that MCC Full Council meetings may be being taped unofficially by 
  
member(s) of the public. Pembrokeshire County Council (PCC) advice had been received on this 
  
issue. Cllr Hughes referred to the Local Government Act 1972 (Section 100A (7)). This section 
 
does not require a principal council to permit... the use of any means to enable persons not present 
to see or hear any proceedings. Cllr Hughes asked that any Community Councillor that becomes 
  
aware that proceedings are being taped, they were to inform him immediately. Cllr Hughes would 
  
then ask that person or persons to, firstly, turn off the recording device; secondly, if the device was 
not turned off he would ask that person or persons to leave the meeting and thirdly, if that person or 
persons refused to leave, the meeting would be adjourned and the Police would be called to evict 
the person or persons. All Members were content with this policy.

To receive any declarations of interest: Cllr Hall and Cllr Peter Kidney both declared a personal 
interest in agenda item 12 – ‘to consider an update on legal matters concerning the draft agreement 
between MCC and Manorbier United Football Club in respect of the Sports Pavilion at North 
Sportsfield, Manorbier’. Cllr Hine and Cllr Hughes declared a personal interest in agenda item 15 (b) 
– ‘invoice for payment to Jameston Community Association. Cllr John Williams declared a personal 
interest in agenda item 14 – ‘to receive an update on issues around Jameston Play Area’.
107/14
To approve and sign as a true and correct record the Draft Minutes of the Full Council 
Annual Meeting held on 12 May 2014. Cllr Hine said that the forename of County Cllr Evans (page 
3) should be Wynne. Cllr Hughes corrected the Minutes. Cllr Long proposed that the Draft Minutes 
be accepted as a true and correct record. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour.
108/14
Matters arising from the Full Council Annual Meeting held on 12 May 2014.


Cllr Hughes read out a short update from Angela Burns AM/AC following her open meeting held prior 
to the Annual Meeting of Full Council. A further update will be provided once Angela Burns had 
received briefing (on queries raised at the MCC open meeting) from Chris Martin, Chair of Hywel 
Dda Health Board. In respect of the Tenby MIU, it was reported that Hywel Dda is in the process of 
tendering for accident and emergency cover during the summer months and that the MIU should be 
open during the holiday period.



County Cllr Wynne Evans thanked MCC for its letter about the proposed merger of Mid and West 
Wales Fire Control Room. Cllr Evans reported that many councillors across the county and in 
Ceredigion shared MCC’s concerns. Cllr Evans was due to meet with all Welsh Fire Service 
members shortly and MCC’s concerns will be made known at that meeting.



Tim Jones, Pembrokeshire Coast National Park (PCNPA) responded to MCC about disabled bay 
markings being hidden by newly laid tarmac at Manorbier beach car park. Mr Jones reported that he 
was not aware of the issue and would check on it and report back to MCC. Mr Jones also mentioned 
that the Commandant of Manorbier Artillery Range had expressed concern about the risk of an 
accident linked to the new tarmac on the Skrinkle access road. PCC had undertaken a 10 day traffic 
survey over the Easter 2014 period. The results indicated that the speed and traffic numbers during 
this period were well within the bounds of safety (average numbers of vehicles per 24 hour period 
was 145 going up and 148 going down the road. Average speed was 25.8 mph going up and 28.2 
mph going down the road. No further traffic controls proposed. Cllr Hall reported that the road  
between Skrinkle Hall and the Range was currently being resurfaced.



At this point in the meeting, Cllr Hughes asked the Clerk to erase the voice recording of the 12 May 
2014 meeting, in front of Full Council and in line with the policy agreed at item 207/13. Clerk erased 
the recording.  

109/14
To receive and consider any correspondence. Clerk brought forward the correspondence folder 
and Cllr Hughes highlighted the following;
· Letter from Dr Storrs dated 14 May 2014 about concerns over harassment of walkers by dogs at a farmhouse near to a public right of way on the way to Swanlake Bay beach. Cllr Hughes understood that the Police and the PCNPA were aware of the situation. Cllr Terry Williams said that he had heard that someone had been bitten by one of the dogs. Cllr Long proposed that the Clerk be asked to send a letter to the PCNPA and the Police, together with a copy of Dr Storr’s letter, expressing MCC concerns about the problem, particularly with the approaching holiday season. Seconded by Cllr Peter Kidney. Vote taken – all in favour.
· Letter from Peter Davies, Commissioner for Sustainable Futures, about the National Conversation, ‘The Wales We Want’.

· Letter from Welsh Government about public toilet provision in Wales.

· Letter from Aon UK Ltd confirming renewal of insurance policy for 2014/15.


All other correspondence was brought forward and taken as noted. All correspondence can be 
viewed by Councillors by contacting Ian Morris, Clerk.

To receive and consider the following planning application and other notices;

To receive and consider the Financial Statement from 12 April 2014 to 13 May 2014.  
          

The opening balance on the Community Account at the start of the period was £30,988.44 and

   transactions totalling £22,514.30 had cleared the account. No payments had been paid in to the 
account. Cheques totalling £1,631.94 had yet to clear the account. The cleared closing balance was 
£8,474.14. The balance of the Base Rate Tracker Account was now £26,415.62 following payment 
of the first PCC precept payment for 2014/15 of £7,694.00p. Cllr Terry Williams proposed 
that the financial statement be accepted as a true and accurate record of MCC’s financial position, 
seconded by John Williams. Vote taken – all in favour.
112/14
To receive and consider the County Councillor’s report. In the absence of County Cllr Phillip 
Kidney, Cllr Marcia Kidney provided the following update on his behalf;
· The B.O.A.T. road in Lydstep: PCC responsibility for this road ended at the gateposts at Boot’s yard. The road needed only to be kept up to a standard which allowed 4x4 vehicles to travel down it. PCC has agreed to patch the road as far as the gateposts only.

· The pothole near to Warlow’s Meadow, Manorbier has been filled.

· News still awaited on the provision of a directional road sign for Jameston Village Hall.

· The Slough: Huw Marriott undertaking a site visit on 3 June 2014. Likely that the Spring will be diverted into the drainage system.

113/14
To receive an update on and consider and approve Sections 1 and 2 of the Annual Audit 
return for 2013/14. Clerk informed Members that the Annual Return had now been received back 
from MCC’s Internal Auditors, Bevan Buckland (BB). BB had made only two observations; 


a) No VAT reclaim had been made during FY 2013/14 and


b) The MCC detailed risk register needed to be approved by Full Council although a copy had been 
seen and noted by BB.  

Clerk said that no VAT reclaim had been made as he had awaited payment for Jameston Play Area 
equipment first. This included a large amount of VAT. Full Council were content for the Chair and the 
Clerk to revise the current Risk Register and bring this back to Full Council in the autumn for formal 
approval. Full Council thanked the Clerk for his work on the annual audit and approved this 
part of the Annual Return. Cllr Peter Kidney proposed that the Chair and the Clerk now sign 
sections 1 and 2 of the Annual Return and bring the Risk Register back to Full Council in the 
autumn, seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour.
114/14
To receive an update on the casual vacancy in the Manorbier Ward. Clerk confirmed that he had 
spoken with PCC’s Electoral Services Manager that morning and no requests for an election had 
been made to PCC by ten local electors. The Co-option process could now begin if Full Council 
agreed. Cllr Hall understood that there was one possible candidate who lived in Manorbier. After a 
brief discussion, Cllr Hine proposed that the Co-option process be taken forward by the Clerk, 
seconded by Cllr Willcocks. Vote taken – all in favour.
115/14
To consider an update on legal matters concerning the draft agreement between MCC and 
Manorbier United Football Club (MUFC), in respect of the Sports Pavilion at North Sportsfield, 
Manorbier. Clerk reported that he had spoken with the Solicitors that morning. MCC’s proposed 
amendments to the draft agreement had now been incorporated into the latest draft. However, MCC 
now needed to provide, on a plan, the exact location of the floodlights. The Solicitors had also 
confirmed that MCC would need to show a rental charge on the lease agreement, if only very 
minimal, eg £1. Full Council agreed that this charge be levied. 


Solicitors had also asked if MUFC was using their own solicitors. In addition, two names (signatories) 
from MUFC needed to be provided. Clerk to follow up these queries with Michael Brown, MUFC.
 116/14 To consider an update on the latest position on Skrinkle Community Centre (SCC). Cllr Hall 
reported that he had met with the local building manager of Skrinkle Hall. There was still standing 
water on the floors but when this dried out the floor would be damaged. He considered that the hall 
remained unfit for purpose. The building manager explained to Cllr Hall that he was embarrassed by 
the current situation of Skrinkle Hall and that he had continued to report its condition to the regional 
manager. However, these now only numbered two (previously around six) and Skrinkle Hall was not 
a high priority to the YHA. Cllr Hall confirmed that work was now to be undertaken with a new 
contractor being called in and an electronic scan being used to look for other water damage. Cllr Hall 
considered that a vast amount of work was now needed to put the hall into working order. Cllr 
Hughes thanked Cllr Hall for his report. Cllr Peter Kidney asked if MCC was still paying rent. Cllr 
Hughes confirmed that rental payments had been suspended with the agreement of YHA and read 
out a previous email from YHA’s solicitors. Further news on confirming a mutually agreed cessation 
of the lease agreement with YHA was awaited from them. 
117/14
To consider an update on matters around Jameston Play Area. Cllr Hughes reported that he had 
taken down the three inch swing bars and were now currently in his stock box. A local engineering 
company run by Richard Scourfield in Sageston may be able to repair and make good the bars. Cllr 
Hughes and Cllr Long noted that there were no other local companies that could undertake the 
repair work on the swing bars. Cllr Long proposed that repair/remedial work be undertaken by this 
local company and be undertaken as soon as possible. Seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in 
favour. Cllr Terry Williams asked about approximate costs but these were not known at this stage but 
would be far cheaper than purchasing a complete set of new swings and poles.


Cllr Hine noted that one of the picnic benches at the play area was being moved. Clerk to ask Rob 
Izzard if he moved the bench in order to cut the grass.



Cllr Hughes reported that two quotes had now been received for the remedial work to be undertaken 
at the play area, including work on the swings and slide. One quote was for £504.24 (Gerald Hewitt) 
and one was for £565.50 (R&M Countryside Services). Council considered that Gerald Hewitt was 
not registered for VAT. Cllr Long proposed that the quote received from Gerald Hewitt be accepted, 
seconded by Cllr Peter Kidney. Vote taken – all in favour. Cllr Hughes hoped that work would be 
undertaken by Mr Hewitt within 3 weeks, once the swing bars were in situ.


Clerk reported that RoSPA had confirmed their inspection of Jameston Play Area in June. Cllr 
Hughes read out RoSPA’s email which confirmed that a charge of £35 plus VAT would be made if 
MCC wished to meet with the inspector during his inspection visit. Cllr Hughes said that he hoped to 
meet with inspector (along with either Cllr Hine or the Clerk) to discuss the situation of the zip wire 
and what might be needed to rectify the 
problems. Cllr Marcia Kidney proposed that a meeting with 
the inspector on site be approved at a 
cost of £35 plus VAT, seconded by Cllr Willcocks. Vote 
taken – all in favour.
118/14
To approve the following outstanding invoices for payment;




a) Clerk’s office expenses - £61.65p. Cllr Terry Williams proposed that this invoice be approved 
and paid, seconded by Cllr John Williams. Vote taken – all in favour.



b) Jameston Community Association - £1,500.00p (Building insurance for Jameston Village 
Hall). Cllr Peter Kidney proposed that this payment be made, as agreed during the Annual 
Precept discussions, seconded by Cllr Hall. Vote taken – all in favour.
119/14
To consider any emergency and/or outstanding issues before Council.


Cllr Hughes reported upon a possible development taking place in the field adjacent to Wynd Hill 
Farm. A JCB had been working in the field and ‘banked up’ a part of the field. County Cllr Phillip 
Kidney had been alerted and was on the case. PCNPA had sent two enforcement officers to the site 
and PCC also 
informed but reluctant to place boulders at entrance to site. Police also informed. 
Filed is privately owned. Cllr Hine said access to the main road at that point was quite narrow 
and potentially dangerous. Cllr Peter Kidney agreed there were highways issues including access 
for utilities and wondered if MCC should meet with PCNPA to find out exactly what their policy was 
on potential developments of this kind. Cllr Hughes said that no planning application for a 
development had been made. Clerk was asked to write to PCNPA and PCC (Highways) as soon as 
possible to express its deep concern on this potential development. Members of the public and other 
councillors were also encouraged to express their concerns direct to PCNPA and PCC.

At this stage, Cllr Terry Williams proposed that MCC move into confidential session, seconded by Cllr Hine. Vote taken – all in favour. 

Cllr Hughes then confirmed that the next meeting of Full Council was scheduled for Monday, 7 July 2014, at 7.30pm, at Jameston Village Hall, Jameston. Cllr Hughes thanked members of the public for attending. All members of the public left the meeting.
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was closed at 8.44pm.
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
