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AMBLESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Ambleston Community Council was held on Monday 30th June 2014 at the Memorial Hall, Woodstock commencing at 8.0 p m.

1. Apologies.

Apologies were received from Mr Alun Vaughan.
2. Read and sign minutes of the AGM.

The minutes of the 2014 AGM were read agreed and signed.
3. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

4. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) WELSH GOVERNMENT CONSULTATION DOCUMENT on Access to Information on Community and Town Councils. It was proposed by John Griffiths, seconded by Bryn Vaughan and agreed to object to councils having to create additional electronic records especially the maintenance of a register of members’ financial and other interests as are specified in the model code of conduct. The Clerk to complete the on-line questionnaire.
5. Highway Matters.
(a) ‘GIVE WAY’ ROAD MARKINGS. Due to the deterioration in the clarity of the painted ‘Give Way’ markings where the unclassified roads meet the through classified road near Bron y Garn, Pencastell and near Wallis Lodge, it was agreed to ask Pembs County Council Highways & Construction Officers to arrange for the refreshing of these road markings.
(b) ACCIDENT. An accident occurred between Barnin and North Court bend on 9th June which involved one vehicle. No further details are available.
(c) POTHOLES. Numerous small potholes on the Parcyllyn to Little Newcastle Cross Roads, between Hook Farm and Hook Manor entrance and a large pothole at the entrance to Henne Fach on the Woodstock to Henne Cross Roads road. This latter pothole has already been filled with soft tarmac which does not withstand the pressure of heavy farm machinery. These potholes are to be reported to Pembs County Council.
(d) JAPANESE KNOTWEED. The Clerk had already notified Mr J Emrys Llewelyn, Area Maintenance Manager North, Pembs County Council of patches of Japanese Knotweed on the B4329 between Woodstock Cross and Greenfield, on Wallis Common between Upper Pencastell and Wallis Bridge and several patches on Ambleston Common. A reply had been received from Mr Llewelyn confirming that the matter was being dealt with.
6. Planning.

There were no items of planning.
7. Clerk’s Salary and Expenses.

John Griffiths declared an interest and took no part in the discussion. It was proposed by Julian Harries, seconded by Kevin Morris and agreed to increase the Clerk’s salary to £1,350.00. It was proposed by Julian Harries, seconded by Bryn Vaughan and agreed to pay the Clerk’s expenses of £25.76.

(a) PEMBS CITIZENS ADVICE BUREAU. A request for financial support had been received from this organisation. It was proposed by John Griffiths, seconded by Bryn Vaughan and agreed to make a donation of £30.00.

(b) A meeting with Hywel Dda University Health Board regarding changes to services at Withybush and Glangwili Hospitals to be held at The Queens Hall, Narberth on 3rd July 2014.
(c) A pack containing an analogue telephone, a torch with batteries, a powerbank, a rechargeable radio, a foil blanket and a reusable hand warmer were received from Western Power Distribution. These being the recommended items which every household should hold in readiness for power cuts.
