    a.      Planning Permission. 

SVD reported that planning permission had now been received in respect of the MUGA and Car Park extension.
b.  Community Garden.
SVD reported that work had progressed with the herbaceous border and shrub & tree planting was largely completed.  Raised beds had now been planted with one remaining to be completed.
Seats[3]  and picnic tables[2]  had now been delivered and were in place.

Plaques would be placed on all items indicating the donor.


   c.   Proposed Car Park Extension/Entrance Improvements
Due to the presence of tree roots in the area identified for the Car Park, consideration will have to be given as to how to resolve the matter as the tree affected has to be safeguarded [TPO applies]  One solution to be considered is to reduce the size of the Car Park.  This will be discussed with the Association’s Planning Consultant.

The Association has invited a quotation from David Rees- Fencing for the realignment of the entrance fencing and replacement with new fencing .  Additionally he has been asked to provide a quotation for the removal of trees to improve visibility.

d.    MUGA
Discussions were now ongoing for the supply , delivery and erection of the MUGA and the preparation of the site.  The suppliers will liaise directly with the site contractor.

14.14     Other Business. 

a. Speed Checks – Crundale
It was reported that a number of motorists had been served with speeding penalty notices following a recent police check in the village.

b.          Community Playing Field – Boundary Fencing.[WGC]
Attention was drawn to a property adjoining the field which appeared to be   discharging rainwater into the field.  Additionally a boundary wall had been built.  It was not clear as to whether this was wholly inside the legal boundary of the property.
It was agreed to investigate these matters.

c. Solar Park Developments. [SVD]
It was noted that S.106 monies had been made available in respect of a Solar Park Development in the County.  Given that the Fenton Farm development is on the edge of this parish, it was agreed to make enquiries as to any available funds that may be available to this Community.
