Present: Cllr Ray Hughes (Chair), Cllr Graham Clark, Cllr Rob Hall (Vice-chair), Cllr George Hislop, Cllr Marcia Kidney, Cllr John Long, Cllr James Miall, Cllr John Williams and Ian Morris (Clerk and Proper Officer). 

A Public Participation session took place between 7.01pm and 7.04pm. Issues in Manorbier Newton were raised.
At this point, the Clerk began taping the meeting, in line with MCC policy, using a digital voice recorder, to aid drafting of the Minutes. No other video or audio recording was permitted.

To receive any declarations of interest: Cllr Williams declared a Personal Interest in agenda item 9 (f) – Jameston Play Area. 


Cllr Hughes reminded Members that, if at any point in the meeting they felt they had a Personal Interest or Personal and Prejudicial Interest in any item not already declared, they were to inform the Chair or Clerk immediately.

To approve and sign as a true and correct record the Draft Minutes of the Full Council Annual Meeting held on 13 May 2019. Cllr Long proposed that the draft Minutes of the Full Council Annual Meeting held on 13 May 2019 be accepted as a true and correct record. Seconded by Cllr Williams. Vote taken – 5 in favour, 3 abstentions.

Matters Arising from the Full Council Annual Meeting held on 13 May 2019. Cllr Hall reported that he had exchanged emails with Angela Burns AM/AC about single use plastics, litter and wording on packaging. Angela Burns had responded and had said that she would keep MCC updated on work to ban single use plastics by the Welsh Government. As for lettering on packaging, Angela Burns had confirmed that this work would be driven from Westminster as this would be a pan-UK issue. Clerk confirmed he had also written to Angela Burns, on behalf of MCC, about litter and wording on packaging and awaited her response.

Clerk reported that Cllr Miall had confirmed that he was content to be MCC’s second representative on the One Voice Wales (OVW) Area Committee.


Clerk confirmed that Darren Thomas, PCC, had asked colleagues in PCC’s Highway Maintenance team to check on responsibility for the damaged manhole cover near Skrinkle and had asked PCC’s Highway Asset Manager to review and advise about MCC’s request for a mirror in Church Lane, Manorbier. Further responses were awaited.


At this point, Clerk was asked to erase the tape recording of the Full Council Annual Meeting held on 13 May 2019. Clerk actioned.

To receive and consider any correspondence. Clerk summarised some of the key items of correspondence, including;

· Email from County Cllr Kidney highlighting PCC’s re-writing of its Tenant Participation Strategy and focus groups to meet shortly in Milford Haven, Pembroke Dock and Haverfordwest.

· Email from PCC providing guidance on the Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant. Kevin Shales, PCC, had also provided copies of the application form which Clerk agreed to pass to Cllr Hughes.
· OVW model Informal Resolution Protocol. Members agreed to review and consider adoption at MCC’s meeting on 1 July 2019.

· Details of OVW’s Innovative Practice Conference 10 July 2019. No nominations to attend.

· Joint OVW/Planning Aid Wales Network event on 11 June 2019 in Llanwrst. No nominations.

  To receive and consider the following planning applications, licence applications (if any) and

  other notices; 
a) NP/19/0232/FUL – Erection of an agricultural building for livestock, feed storage and stables at Highlands Farm, Summerhill Lane, Manorbier Newton SA70 8PX. Cllr Miall noted that the existing building had been condemned and would be abandoned. Cllr Hall proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Long. Vote taken – 7 in favour, 1 abstention.
b) NP/19/0266/FUL – Conversion/change of use of an existing shed into additional dog kennels which would be next to the current boarding kennels on site at Foxcombe House, Manorbier SA70 7SL. Cllr Williams proposed that this application be recommended for approval. Seconded by Cllr Clark. Vote taken – all in favour.
c) NP/19/0273/FUL – Change of use from old football field (now privately owned) to an air rifle shooting range for public sporting activities at Foxcombe House, Manorbier SA70 7SL. Members noted that the plans but considered that an incorrect location for the air rifle shooting range had been drawn on them. Members also felt that the plans and documentation were not detailed enough and did not cover safety issues, car parking and did not mention any possible effects on livestock in the adjacent field or on the dog kennels. Cllr Hall proposed that this application be recommended for refusal at this stage based on the above comments. Seconded by Cllr Hislop. Vote taken – all in favour.

To receive and consider the Financial Statement from 14 April 2019 to 13 May 2019. Clerk handed out copies of the Financial Statement to all Members present. Cllr Hughes confirmed that the format had changed slightly in order to comply with the Internal Auditor’s comments when undertaking the Internal Audit for 2018/19. Financial Statement showed that the opening balance on the Community Account at the start of the period was £3,483.44p and transactions totalling £600.00p had cleared the account. Three cheques totalling £1,504.74p remained unpresented. The balance of the Business Premium Account (BPA) stood at £37,450.02p following receipt of the first Annual Precept payment of £6,941.00p on 18 April 2019. Cllr Clark proposed that the Financial Statement be accepted as a true and accurate record of MCC’s financial position. Seconded by Cllr Long. Vote taken – all in favour.

To receive and consider the County Councillor’s Report. County Cllr Phillip Kidney provided the following update;
· Speed tubes had been laid and removed in Jameston and feedback was awaited.

· May Cottage wall had been fixed by the Castle Estate and looked good.

· PCC had requested the landowner’s name in which the troublesome tree in Manorbier Newton was located. The name was given to County Cllr Kidney.

· A request had been made to get the bottle bins in Manorbier emptied more regularly.

· Chris Taylor, PCNPA, had undertaken a lot of work at Manorbier but felt that a beach clean was not required at the moment. He had offered to attend a future MCC meeting to meet with councillors.

· PCC had begun to cut access areas including around road signs and full cutting of verges will commence on 1 July 2019. There will be just one cut per year.

· PCNPA would be holding interviews for the new Director of Planning from 4 June 2019.

· Cllr Kidney agreed to chase up a meeting with Alan Hunt to discuss improvements to the footpath in Manorbier (Vicarage Fields to Post Office), in order to update MCC at its meeting on 1 July 2019. 

County Cllr Kidney was thanked for his report.

Action Tracking: To receive updates on the following matters, not covered elsewhere in the agenda;
a) Car Parking at Manorbier Station – no further update. 
b) Beavers Hill Crossing – safety improvements – no further update. Cllr Hall highlighted poor visibility for drivers coming down Beavers Hill at Beavers Hill Level Crossing. The vegetation had grown and needed cutting back at this location and at Manorbier Newton Level Crossing. Clerk was asked to contact Network Rail.  
c) Improvements to footpath in Manorbier (Vicarage Fields to Post Office) – see 99/19.
d) Speed monitoring checks/installation of a vehicle actuated speed (VAS) sign in MCC’s area – see 99/19 above. 
e) Installation of footpath – Windy Ridge to Hounsell Avenue, Manorbier – no further update.   

f) Jameston Play Area – equipment inspections and vegetation update – Cllr Williams had provided his latest inspection report. Cllr Hughes reported that the zip wire seat had been retained by PCC and would be returned to MCC when the zip wire was repaired. Clerk said that Wicksteed were unable to repair but he had asked Tawny Wood and HAGS for quotes for the repair or replacement of the zip wire.

To receive a brief update on the Casual Vacancy process for MCC. Cllr Hughes said that Notices had been placed in the notice boards and on the website and the deadline for applications was 14 June 2019. MCC had 4 councillor vacancies (3 in Manorbier ward, 1 in Jameston ward) to fill by Co-option.

To review and approve MCC’s Risk Register. Clerk provided each councillor with a copy of the draft 2019/20 Risk Register. After a brief discussion, Cllr Hall proposed that MCC’s Risk Register for 2019/20 be approved. Seconded by Cllr Clark. Vote taken – all in favour.
103/19 To receive an update (if any) from Cllr Hall on ways of reducing use of single use plastic within MCC’s area. Cllr Hall said he had not received any further communication from the Welsh Government but referred to the communications from Angela Burns AM/AC. See 95/19 above. Members agreed to take this matter off the agenda until September 2019 unless further communications were received.

To consider and approve a charitable donation to Bobath Children’s Therapy Centre Wales. After due consideration, Cllr Long proposed that a donation of £100 be made to Bobath Children’s Therapy Centre Wales. Seconded by Cllr Hislop. Vote taken – all in favour.

To consider councillor training opportunities provided by One Voice Wales (OVW). Clerk confirmed that there were no new training modules available.

To consider and approve a new location for the siting of MCC’s photocopier and storage of papers. Cllr Hughes said that the photocopier would need to be moved from Green Grove in the near future. He had approached the Jameston Community Association (JCA) Committee and they had offered space in the back room of the village hall. Members were grateful and noted that a small contribution to JCA would need to be made to cover utility costs in due course. Cllr Williams offered help in moving MCC’s photocopier to Jameston village hall at the appropriate time.

Cllr Hughes reported that local residents had praised the work of PCNPA in installing new steps but had now highlighted a need for further steps to be installed on the Park Farm footpath, at a steep point near to Park Farm Caravan Park. Clerk was asked to email PCNPA to request new steps be installed. Cllr Hughes offered to meet PCNPA on site if required.

Cllr Williams said that the garden of the Bier House in Manorbier needed strimming and brushing up. Cllr Williams offered to undertake this work. Members were content and thanked Cllr Williams.


Cllr Hislop reported that the waste bin outside Manorbier Post Office was not emptied regularly enough nor the bin at St James’s Church. County Cllr Kidney agreed to chase up PCC.


There being no further business, the meeting closed at 7.48pm.
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
