Public Participation: Mr Steve Cannon read out the following statement planning application NP/19/0204/FUL:

Several residents of Freshwater East are concerned at the size and more especially the

height of replacement dwellings being built in Freshwater East. The latest example of this

being Lundy View.

The existing and immediately adjacent buildings are less than 3 metres tall and the

replacement building is 6.6 metres, almost 2 and a half times the height. At this height it will

dominate all neighbouring properties and is not in keeping with the neighbouring

properties.

Given that the bottom of Lundy View is approximately 2 metres above the road in front of it,

it will be even higher than the replacement building on Thackagate.

We feel that there is a dangerous escalation in the overall height of properties in Freshwater

East affecting the appearance of the village.

We feel that this has to be stopped sooner rather than later.

Planning:-

1) Variation of condition 2 to planning permission 18/0443/PA to allow for amendments to sunroom Newlands, Freshwater East Road, Lamphey – 19/0024/PA.
Resolved. No objection, be made.  Proposed by Andrew Skeels, Seconded by Nick Vince and agreed by all Members.
2) Replacement House and Garage Lundy View Cottage, Freshwater East – NP/19/0204/FUL. The chair read out comments that she had received by email from concerned residents and FESCA. 

It was agreed that we do not support this application in its current form for the following reasons:
· At 6.6 m it is considered to be excessively high when compared with the existing bungalow (2.5m) and the neighbouring bungalows – two and a half times the height.

· It is at a high point within the village and the proposed siting is on a higher part of the site. The site itself is already approximately 2m above 
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· the cul-de-sac. It would be quite prominent on the sky line and visible from the coast path.

· The scale is inappropriate and out of character with the neighbours in the cul-de-sac. The agent has compared the height with a property to the west but that is quite separate and on the opposite side of the road. In design terms we consider that it should relate far more to the scale of the neighbouring group of bungalows in the cul-de-sac. 

· Should planning permission be granted, we would request a condition requiring details of floor levels so that it is not built to an even more elevated height than the plans show, as appears to have happened elsewhere on the Burrows,

Proposed by Nick Vince, seconded by Andrew Skeels and agreed by all Members.
3) Construction of 3 car garage for private use Freshwater Inn, Jason Road, Freshwater East – NP/19/0210/FUL
The chair read out comments that she had received by email on this application. 

In principle we support this application and would make the following comments:

· The new siting of the proposed garage is considered better and less intrusive.

· We would request that the same conditions are applied to any consent as before including a restriction on the use of the garage for only garage/storage purposes for the occupants of the managers’ accommodation at the Freshwater Inn, so that it does not end up being used as a separate dwelling, holiday home or commercial garage.

· The slope of the land will reduce the impact of the ridge height from the road and will also have an impact on the floor level of the garage along its length. The ground and floor levels condition applied to the previous consent is therefore still considered appropriate.

· We would also draw attention to the fact that the proposed building seems unusually high for a garage.
