Planning:-

1) Variation of condition No 2 of NP/14/0014 – Residential development plot adjoining D, Plots adjoining Devon Court, Freshwater East – NP/0328/S73.
Resolved.  Lamphey Community Council is not against residential development in principle on this plot but have the following concerns regarding this particular proposal:-

· the high ridge height is considered too high for this location and out of keeping aesthetically with other properties on the Burrows in Freshwater East. It would harm the visual appearance of the National Park.
· the amount of the plot covered by the proposed building is considered to be an over development of the site. Also this new proposal comes much closer to the site boundary.

· there are other plots on this development site still to be developed. Approval for a large property on this site could set a precedent and lead to over development of the whole development site to the visual detriment of the National Park.

· the amount of proposed high up glazing has the potential for both light pollution and loss of privacy to neighbours

· we would question if sufficient usable parking is proposed without impinging on the deeded rights of way

· we have been advised by deed holders on the Burrows that there is a prescriptive right of way and also 4m wide deeded rights of way (confirmed by a court case) that cross the application site (copy attached), one of which has been illegally fenced off and is missing from the submitted plans. We consider that the plans should show all the rights of way 
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at their full width so as not to be misleading. We consider that it is not possible to assess this application properly without the deeded rights of way being shown accurately on the plans, however, if the planning authority takes the view that the deeded rights of way are not a material planning consideration then we would request that the applicant is at least advised that he would still need to address the deeded rights of way that exist and that any planning permission given does not mean that consent has been given to circumvent these rights. When a proposal for this site previously came before Lamphey Community Council, we commented in March 2014 that the deeded rights of way be respected and unrestricted at all times.
The width of the deeded right of way, where shown on the plans, is shown as 2.5m not 4m. It is difficult to see how the proposed development could ever be constructed without violating these rights of way for the following reasons:

· part of the proposed building is actually sited on one of the deeded rights of way

· the deeded rights of way may be used for parking associated with this development and the construction thereof and yet we are advised by the deed holders that there is a deeded right for the 4m wide rights of way not to be impeded. In fact the deed holders have the right to remove anything that blocks the rights of way

· a turning circle is proposed over the deeded rights of way

· how would sewage be managed? It would seem likely that a septic tank/cess pit and associated drainage would contravene the deeded rights of way

· safety issues arise because of the very close proximity of the proposed house to the vehicular rights of way.

We would also comment that the previous approval was for a bungalow with a basement. This proposal is for a 2 storey house with a greater floor area. We are somewhat surprised that this did not require a new full application but is being dealt with as a variation of condition.

2) Variation of condition No 2 of NP/18/0463/FUL to omit extension off north elevation, changes to fenestration, retention of lean-to on west façade & replacement of concrete roof tiles with slate Wigwam, Freshwater East – NP/19.0353/S73.
