      10.  Pembs County Council Report 
· Waste changes are coming in shortly.   Every household will get 52 grey bags which will replace black refuse bags. There will be a local event in Letterston shortly to demonstrate the new waste receptacles etc.

· The green car has been removed from the layby.

· C Cllr. Prior had attended a recent Pembs County Council Planning Committee meeting on the proposed slurry lagoon in Square & Compass as a guest speaker.   Three concerns were outlined the main one being potential odour management.

· Abereiddy – there will be a public enquiry commencing on the 15th October.

· Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant - new permission for a Nursery within the school buildings 
requires the EPG application to be amended for revised plans and costs for new toilets. The revised application will be submitted later this year.
· Bus route through Castlemorris – Cllr. Prior will take a new proposed timetable to Pembs County Council Highways for their consideration.
· Funding for high speed broadband is imminent.
