Minutes. 
The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 28 October 2019 had been circulated to members.
Resolved.  These minutes be signed as a correct record of the proceedings. Proposed by Mr Skeels and seconded by Mr John and agreed by all Members.

1. To receive updates on resolutions in the Minutes of previous Council Meetings:-
A) SRic bid.  An update has been received from Mrs Hodgson and this had been circulated to Members. The plan for the eastern end of the Ridgeway road is to reduce the  width of the road and Mr John stated that this will not slow traffic down and a raised table should be installed to improve road safety. No revised plan has yet been received for the school side of the village.
Resolved.  PCC be asked to instal a raised table on the eastern end of the Ridgeway road and not narrow the road at this location
B) 2nd homes in the area- An update on Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant Scheme. 
1) Lamphey Play Area equipment and fencing.  A site meeting with Darren Moore from Playdale still hasn’t taken place. Mr Skeels stated that he has installed the sign stating that funding for the project was provided by PCC. 
2) Safety at Freshwater Bay. This matter has now been finalised. 
3) Signage at Freshwater East.  This is covered under minute 1 G.
4) Funding towards over 60’s Christmas Event.   It wasn’t confirmed if the posters have been completed. The Chair discussed the items of the special meeting held on 11 November 2019. It was agreed to ask Lamphey Hall Hotel if they would kindly cook the turkeys and Mr Purser to liaise with Mr Tunstall regarding what is required of him and his staff . Ms Vince will arrange for the loan of wine glasses from Tesco. At present it looks likely that about 70 villagers will be attending this event and it was agreed to pay for the items which Mr Purser will be purchasing from Castell Howell.
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C) Christmas event - Return of trays. It was stated that replacement of the 

missing items would amount to £45.96.

Resolved.  The Clerk contact Mrs Smith for details so replacement items can be ordered.
D) Burial Ground in Lamphey.  The Clerk informed Members that he is still waiting a reply from PCC.
E) Notice Boards.  It was stated that Emma from Lamphey Garage is chasing up this matter. 




F) Councillor Vacancies.  The 3 vacancies have been advertised and to date no response received.
G) Recent Ant-Social behaviour at Freshwater East Beach. It was reported that 3 Members attended the meeting held on 7 November 2019. There are at present different PCNPA byelaws in North Pembrokeshire compared to South Pembrokeshire and both of these don’t include jet skiers. New Byelaws to include jetskis were considered necessary. It is not known if minutes of that meeting will be circulated.

1) Letter to Chief Constable. A letter apologising for missing the meeting has  has been received from Police Sergeant Lewis Simpson as he was called to an urgent emergency call. He has now been invited  to our December 2019/ January 2020 monthly meeting.
I) Signs Coombs Bridge.  It was reported that the signs have now been installed.
J Deeds and leases for Lamphey Recreation Ground:-
1.Locating copies. The Clerk reported that a letter sent to the Charity Commission in London has been returned as gone away and he now has a new address in Bootle in Lancashire and he will be writing to them at the new address. Mr Skeels stated that the lease of Lamphey Sports Pavilion has been located with Greathead and Whitelock Solicitors. 

Resolved.   Mr John Lewis a retired Chair of Lamphey Community Council be asked if he has any knowledge on this matter.
