To finalise plans for the over 60’s Christmas event.
Mr Purser had done rough costings. Mr Skeels advised that Upton Farm will donate sweets. He is waiting to hear from Emma at the shop as she hadn’t yet spoken to CK Foods about mince pies. Mr Purser suggested a complementary drink of orange, sherry or port as the guests came through the door. The Sherry and port would cost £80-£100 in total. 5 to 6 kg of cooked and sliced ham and 25 kg of uncooked turkey would cost £70/£75. New potatoes were suggested which could be cooked with their skins on and served with butter. The meal would also include 100 cold sausages, tomatoes, pickled onions, Branston pickle, lettuce and coldslaw. Mr Cannon advised that his wife may be willing to make the coldslaw. Mince pies and coffee would follow. There would be a cracker each on the table. The village hall crockery needs to be checked, whether there is sufficient for 100 people for 2 courses. Napkins will be required. We have sufficient disposable table cloths. Mr Purser advised that it should come within the available budget of approximately £590 (size of budget needs checking). 
Mr Skeels advised that Andrew is still at Lamphey Hall and could be asked if he would cook the turkey crowns in his commercial oven. 

Mr Vince had spoken to Pete Tunstall of the Longhouse who had agreed that he or one of his chefs would be available to help on the day, but he will want to know a couple of weeks in advance exactly what is required of them. As their food hygiene certificate will be on the line we will have to agree with whatever they say. They will need to cook the potatoes and sausages and supervise the food. The temperature will need to be recorded of meat cooked off the premises. The turkey will need to be sliced. 
Mr Vince asked about drinks and it was agreed that guests could bring their own wine if they wished. Someone needs to go to Tescos for glasses. Mr Purser has 50 high ball glasses which could be supplemented with plastic glasses. Jugs of water would be put on the tables. As the posters had not been printed yet they could say ‘Welcome drink on arrival’ and ‘bring your own wine’. 

Mr Skeels or Mr John to make arrangements with the school choir.

Members should aim to get numbers by 25th November. Lamphey has already been covered by invitations. Mr Cannon to cover Jason Road and Chapel Lane. Mr Purser to cover Hodgeston and Freshwater East from the phone box to the farm. Mr and Mrs 
Vince to cover the rest of Freshwater East. Mrs Vince noted that the event clashed 
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with the Freshwater Inn Christmas Quiz so numbers were likely to be low from Freshwater East. Members to make invitations to we will have to agree with whatever they say. They will need to cook the potatoes put through doors in their allocated areas which should include: free to all over 60s, 6.30, free welcome drink, Wednesday 11th December, Lamphey Village Hall, to book a place please contact …………When numbers are taken for the event members need to ascertain if the guests have any special dietary requirements which would then be accommodated.
Mr Purser agreed to get the required items from Castle Howells.

Mr Purser would acquire cloakroom tickets for the raffle. Members could donate raffle prizes and local businesses would be asked: the Dial Inn (Mr John), Lamphey Hall Hotel (Mr John & Mr Skeels) and Lamphey Court (Mr John). 

The maximum the hall can seat is 120, so guest numbers would be capped at 120 but it was considered unlikely that numbers would be that high. The time that councillors need to be there on the day will be decided at our next meeting but provisionally 2pm. Numbers of attendees to be brought to the next meeting. Mr Skeels will co-ordinate the final numbers.
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
